opened for acceptance pursuant to the provisions of this Article shall be bound
by the Convention as amended when the said amendment cornes into force.

2. Proposed amnendments shall be deposited with the Director-Generai of
the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations. Notifications of
acceptance of arnendinents shail be deposited with the Director-General of
the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations.

ARTICLE XIV
i. This Convention shall be open for signature by any Governinent which

is a Member of the United Nations or of any Specialized Agency of the Unitedl
Nations. Any such Governmnent which does not sign this Convention rnay ad-
here to it at any timie.

2. This Convention shahl be subject to ratification or approval1 by signatory
countries in accordance with their constitutions. Instrumnents of ratification,approval, or adherence shall be deposited, with the Director-General of the
Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations.

3. This Convention shail enter into force upon the deposit of instruments
of ratification, approval, or adherence by seven Governments and shall enter
into force with respect to each Government* which subsequently deposits an
instrument of ratification, approval or adherence on, the date of such deposit.

ARTICLE XV

The Director..General of the Food and Agriculture <)rganization of' the
United Nations shall inform. ail Governments referred to ini paragraph 1 o
Article XIV oi deposits of instruments of ratification, approval or adherence,
the entry into force of thia Convention, proposais for ainmts,~ notifications

of acepanc ofamedmeta, entry into force of amendrnents,. and notifications

ARTICLE XVI
The original of this Convention shall be deposited with the Director-.General

of the Fond and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations who shahl send
oertified copies to 'the <kverments referred to in paragraph 1 oi Article XIV.
