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4. The Contracting Parties shall act in conforisity with

the provisions of the Convention on Offences and Certain Other Acts

Corrsitted on Board Aircraft, signed at Tokyo on September 14, 1963,

the Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft,

signed at The Hague on Deceisher 16, 1970, and the Convention for the

Suppression of Unlawful Acts Against the Safety of Civil Aviation,

signed at Montreal on September 23, 1971.

5. Vhen an incident, or threat of an incident, of

unlawful seizure of aireraft or other unlawful acts against the

safety of aircraft, airports and air navigation facilities occurs,

the Contracting Parties shall assist each other by facilitating

communications intended to termînate rapidly and safely such

incident or threat thereof.

Article 6

1. Each Contracting Party, shall have the right to

designate, by diplomatic note, one airline for the purpose of

operating the agreed services.

2. The seronautical authorities which have received the

notificationl of designation shall, subject to the provisions of

paragraphs 3 and 4 of this Article, grant vithout delay to the

designated airline of the other Contracting Party the necessary

operating authorization.

3. The aeronautîcal authorities o! one Contracting Party

may require the airline designated by the other Contracting Party to

prove that it is qualified to fulfil the conditiaons prescribed under

the lavs and regulations normally applied to the operation of

itternational air services by the said authorities in conformity

with the provisions of the Convention.
