Bill C-101, An Act respecting London and Midland General Insurance Com-
pany, was again considered in Committee of the Whole, and progress having
been made and reported, the Committee obtained leave to consider it again
at the next sitting of the House.

Debate was resumed on the motion of Mr. Lang (Saskatoon-Humboldt),
seconded by Mr. Macdonald (Rosedale)-That Bill C-148, An Act to regulate
interprovincial and export trade in freshwater flsh and to establish the Fresh-
water Fish Marketing Corporation, be now read a second time and referred to
the Standing Committee on Fisheries and Forestry.
