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Mr. Knowles answered further questions concerning the effect of the ap­
plication of the provisions of the Bill.

Mr. Guest was called and read a Brief outlining the views of the gov­
ernment of British Columbia on the Bill.

During the course of Mr. Guest’s questioning, the Minister and Messrs. 
Knowles and Roberts also answered questions.

At 5.45 p.m., Mr. Guest’s examination continuing, the Committee ad­
journed to meet again at 9.30 a.m. Thursday, April 16, 1959.
