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but he should consider the broad question of
the cost of distribution. It seems to me that
this cost of distribution is more important
than the tariff, and if we spent a littie money
trying to got that cost down I believe we
would get somewbere. It would not only re-
duce the cost. of living, but we would be
increasing consumption by enlarging the mar-
ket for our own produets.

Mr. MOTHERWELL: Mr. Cb'airman, 1
cannot take any exception to tbe remarks of
tbe bon. member but I would draw his at-
tention to the fact, tbat the term "farta
economies" is a very widýe expression. The
qualifications asked for in the ad*vertisement
for this vacancy cover exactly what my bon.
friend 'bas been discussing. If .my bon. friend
desires I will read the advertisement, but it
takes care of the services to which he referred.

Mr. ROWE: How large a staff will this
appýointee bave?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: We are calling for
only a small staff, an assistant and a secretary.

Mr. RýOWE: Witb the bead office in
Ottawa?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: Tbere will be jua-t
thee at tbe outset.

Item agreed to.

Contributions to Empire Bureau, $25,000.

Mr. LUCAS: As this is a new vote, will
the minister kindly give an explanation?

Mr. MOTHERWELL-. At tbe empire con-
ference of 1923, thlis question was tentatively
brought up; some progress was mnade, but it
was really just a start. At tbe conference of
1926, at wbich the goverrement and the depart-
ment heads were wel represented, tbe matter
ivas deait with again and a tentative program
was laid out for tbe establisbhment of theQe
clearing bouses or bureaus, for tbe centraliza-
tien of agrieultural information from the
whnle empire. Doctor Orr of Rowatt In-
stitute and Sir Robert Greig were appointed in
Great Britain to do the initial work in tbe
matter of organizing tbese bureauýs in the
different parts of the empire. Many of the
dependencies bave expressed a desire to work
in cooperation with the central bureau in
tbe United Kingdom. One bureau bas been
establisbed ýat Edin'burgh, wbich bas to do witb
animal geneties, or animal breeding. There,
ahl the questions, we wifl say, of cnntagious
abortion, steril'ty in cows and m.any other
diseases are studied and the causes worked out.
Any information we get in Canada or in any
otber part nf the empire, for instance, wben
we imake any discnvery with respect to any
nf these diseases, we ýmfmediately forward to
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the central bureau which acts as a clearing
house and wbich. in turn f nrwards it to alI
the rest. Ail tbe units of the empire engage
mn tbis g-reat work. Tberefore we are cooper-
ating with eacb other, for exarople one of us
finding out sometbhing about a particular dis-
case, perbaps not ennugh to make it public but
enougb to forward to other workers in the
same field of activity sn as to put tbem on
their guard as to what course to pursue witb
respect to the ýproblem. Let me cite thc case
of riekets in pigs. That ýcomes unider the
question of animal nutrition. I arn sure aIl
farmers in Canada, especially in tbe wcst,
know what it is to bave riekets in pigs. If
you once sec a rickety pig, yn will neyer for-
get its appearan-ce. Tbis question is being
studied in ail parts of tbe country and if re-
seaech workers in any country dýiscover some-
thing in regard to the ca)use of it-and it is
largely connected with feeding-that inform-
ation will be transmitted to aIl ntber bureaus.

There is anotber brancb tbat has to do with
micrology, that is science wbicb treats of
microscopie objeets. For instance, it deals
with rust and other kindred diseases. We bave
six of tbese investigators wbo are working
in cooperation witb every part nf tbe empire.
Every dominion bas joicd in tbis bureau
proposition and it is now pretty well cstab-
lisbed and in line with the central bureau, not
only giving information but receiving it in
turn.

Mr. ROWE:- We have beard about rîckety
pigs and other tbings, but we bave not heard
anytbing about bow the minister is going to
spend this 325,000.

Mr. MOTHERWELL: This is tbe alloca-
tion amongst the various units cngaged in
tbis cooperative work:

one since 1912. The latter is the bureau of
micrology and the other I mentioned is the
bureau of entomology.

Mr. ROWE: Wbat about the other $10,000?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: One of tbem is
$5,000 and tbe otber is $1,500. They are
inchided in this vote.
