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Mr. Stanley Knowles (Winnipeg North
Centre): Mr. Speaker, may I ask a supple-
mentary question? When the minister makes
that announcement, will it include a state-
ment with respect to persons who have been
red circled, bearing in mind the Prime Min-
ister’s assurance that any injustice would be
removed?

Mr. Benson: I would not like to forecast
what I am going to say in the announcement
before I make it.

FISHERIES

BRITISH COLUMBIA—DAMAGE TO SALMON
SPAWNING GROUNDS BY LOG RUN

On the orders of the day:

Mr. Frank Howard (Skeena): Mr. Speaker,
I wonder if I could direct a question to the
Minister of Fisheries. Can the minister give
the house any report about the proposal to
drive logs on certain salmon spawning streams
such as the Owikeno river? I spoke to the
minister earlier today about this matter.

Hon. H. J. Robichaud (Minister of Fisher-
ies): Mr. Speaker, this morning I received a
telegram, signed by representatives of a num-
ber of organizations, protesting against the
driving or towing of logs on the Whannock
river. I replied that since facilities for loading
and unloading logs had not yet been complet-
ed in relation to an access road, I would
allow the towing to take place, provided the
water gauge read 11 feet, but that it had to
be completed by June 30. Since sending that
telegram and before coming to the house I
received another telegram advising me that
the water level on the Whannock river was
down to 8% feet. Under such conditions no
towing would be allowed.

Mr. Howard: A supplementary question,
Mr. Speaker. Does the minister anticipate any
objection or reprisal from the provincial gov-
ernment concerned as was the case with
respect to the Stellako river?
