PROPOSED AGRICULTURE ADJUSTMENT PROGRAM

Question No. 1,682—Mr. Mazankowski:

1. Have any meetings been held by the Minister of Agriculture or
his officials with groups interested in the proposed Agriculture
Adjustment Program and, if so (a) how many were held (b) on
what dates (c) at what locations (d) what were the names of the
participating organizations?

2. In each case, were alternative programs proposed and, if so,

does the government intend to bring in legislation to cover these
proposals and, if so, by what date?

Hon. H. A. Olson (Minister of Agriculture): 1. Two meet-
ings took place between the Minister of Agriculture and
the provincial ministers of agriculture, one on March 26,
1971, at Ottawa, and one on July 21, 1971, at Edmonton.
The Minister of Agriculture met with the representatives
of the Canadian Federation of Agriculture and the
National Famers’ Union on April 21, 1971, in Ottawa.
Officials met with representatives of the provincial
departments of agriculture on April 14 and 15, in Ottawa,
and with the provincial deputy ministers of agriculture on
April 28 in Ottawa.

2. At meetings with members of the provincial depart-
ments of agriculture alternative methods for the adminis-
tration of the program proposed by the federal Govern-
ment were put forward, together with changes in the
program details. Decisions concerning legislation will be
announced in the usual manner.

NEWCASTLE DISEASE IN POULTRY FLOCKS

Question No. 1,700—Mr. McCutcheon:

Has Newecastle disease been discovered in poultry flocks in
Southern Ontario and, if so (a) on what date (b) in what municipal-
ity (c) what remuneration has been paid to producers whose birds
have been destroyed in clean-up attempts?

Hon. H. A. Olson (Minister of Agriculture): Yes, Newcas-
tle disease has been diagnosed in eight poultry flocks in
the Chatham area of Southern Ontario. (a) The first diag-
nosis was made on July 30, 1971, in a flock located in the
Township of Orford, Kent County. (b) The initial outbreak
spread to five additional premises in Orford township,
Kent County; to one premises in Chatham township, Kent
County, and to one premises in Mosa township, Middlesex
County. (c) Compensation in the amount of $15,885.66 has

been awarded to the owners of poultry flocks which had
to be ordered destroyed as a disease eradication measure.
