The Premier.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman is
in his 70th year and looks half a decade
younger. He is a genial man, who of-
ten looks worried. Much experience in
office hags not made him impunterable
before the public or opposite Ris oppon-
ents, His voice is husky. He neither awes
his friends nor scares his enemies. His
great wealth, the inheritance of which
obliged him to add “Banperman” to his
parents’ name—the money was made
in cotton—has not induced his wife to
become a splendor in the social firma=-
ment, A few months ago his lordly
house in Grosvenor-place was offered
for sale. Lady Campbell-Bannerman’s
health is not good and her husband has
frequently been absent from pariiamen-
tary duty on that account—often stay-
ing with her at Dover.

The premier has represented Stirling
since 1868. He is a genuine Liberal of
Conservative associations. His eider
brother, Mr, J. A. Campbell, has been
for many years Conservative member
for Glasgow and Aberdeen Universiti.s,
Having been chief secretary for Ireland
the premier is a home ruter, who wishes
to avoid giving offence to the Liberals
who have tired of the Nuationalist
alliance. Having been secretary for
war he is & man of peace. Lord Rose-
bery’s government went out of office
ten years ago on a vote reducing his
salary because the supply of cordite—
as to which he stooq @pon the assur-
ances of Sir Redvers Buller—wag in-
adequate, The fatal vote was movew by
Mr. Brodrick, who later demonstrated
his own incapacity as war secretary.
Sir Henry was not an incompetent sec*
retary of state. He got rid of the Duke
‘of Cambridge as commander-in-chief—
a feat which his predecessors longed to
achieve.

The new premier has came into his
own, albeit for the first four years of
his leadership of the opposition the
prophets said he could never keep Lord
Rosebery out. Lord Rosebery's way
with a recalcitrant colleague was to say
“If you don’t do as I wish I'll resign.”
Sir Henry's decisions do not take this
form. His cabinet will be as strong as
t looks, and he will prove to be stronger
than he seems. When Lord Salisbury
redistributed offices four years ago Sir
Henry said “We have had the appoint-
ments and the disappointments.” To-
morrow he will cheerfully submit to the
King the results of his oWn handiwork
in the iast category. For disappoint-
ments he will dispense with suitable
balms,

. Lord Chancellor “Bob.”

“Bob’” Reid goes to the woolsack. He
has plenty of honesty and very little
side,” or they wouldn’t call him “Bob.”
He hates the Boer war, and never shut
his mouth on his belief. An undistin-

Proemier Next ?

The reversion to the commons lead-
ership generally ‘goes in Liberal cab-
inets with the chancellorship of exche-
quer, which falls to Mr. Asquith. He was
Mr. Gladstone’s surprise appointment
in 1892. Never having held offce, he
became a great home secretary. His
only mistake was in ordering shot to
be used in a crowd of Yorkshire coal
He is 53, strong, cold, brainy.
His’ second marriage in 1894 to Miss
Margot Tennant was romantic. - He
had a houseful of children, and is a
Congregational pastor's son. He had
been a hard-up school teacher follow-
ng a university course obtained thru
winning a scholarship. She was aris-
oerat of the aristocrats, young, high-
spirited, and had, it is said, refused
a peer who enjoyed the highest poli-
tical confidence of the Queen. Nine
years ago Lord Rbsebery named Mr.
Asquith the next Liberal premier. He
may be that yet, despite his incapa-
ity to enthuse his friends.

“Honewt John” for India,

given to politics what was meant for

When Mr .Gladstone was hard up for
an Indian viceroy, he finally pitchad on
Lord Elgin,of whom the man in
street knew -nothing, except, Jserhaps
that his father had been vieeroy, anrd
that somehow he was associated with
the Elgin marbles In the British Mus-
eum. He had been first commissioner
of works for a few monthg in 1886,
but that had been forgotten. Lord
Elgin did very well in India—the chief
proof of which is that next to rothing
was heard of him. After he returned
he was made chairman of the war
commission, which investigated some
of the stupiditfes of the army admin-
istration, which were the wonder and
despair of all the Canadian and Aus-
tralian soldiers who saw anything of
it. He is by all acsounts a fine fellow,
and very little of a partigan.

A Gladstone Promotion,

From being chief whip, Herbert
Gladstone becomes home secretary.
Opinions differ as to his ability. He
has carcely been a success as chief
organizer of the party. He is apt to
ride the high horse, and show himself
not much of a rider at that. He has
not been in the cabinet before. He
looks very young for a man of fifty-
two years. Like his father ’.e sings
well, Unlike his father he has curly
hair. He has held many minor cfiices
and has left his mark -on several re-
creations.

For Ireland.

Lord Aberdeen, the Viceroy of Ire-
land, is to have as his chief secre-
tary Profesor Bryce. Hitherto Liberal
viceroys have not been in the cabinet,
and there is wmo special reason why
Lord Aberdeen should be, except that
the Liberal peers are such a scanty
band. In Canada, everybody liked the
ee_u‘l. Mr. Bryce is a leammed aistorian.
