Chippewa Falls, Wis,, De¢. 2.—Anxlety
fills every heart in this place, for the ice
gorge above the city is growing larger and
more formidable every hour. Should it
break the pent-up waters behind it would
sweep the village from the, earth. Enough
water is escaping to drive the residents to
higher ground. Inch by inch the relent-
Jess flood is crawling up, and there has
been a general scramble to remove house-
hold goods and merchandise to places-of
comparative safety.

The river has attained a maximum

height of 238 feet and the business portion
of the ¢ity has been abandoned. Large re-

places of safety and over fifty stores, res-
taurants, saloons and shops are flooded to
the depth of three feet. The river con-
tinues to rise at the rate of two inches an
bhour and ruin and devastation follow
in the path of the waters.

THE GORGR GROWS.

The river at this point is fully three-
quarters of a mile wide and its surface s
covered with anchor ice to a depth vary-
ing from ten to thirteen feet. he gorge
continues to grow In extént. It is now
over five miles long, and in some places

dams the river.

At Flambean farm, 16 miles above this
city, another ice gorge has formed. The
river has overflowed its banks and inundat-
the extent of twenty
miles on either side. Domestic animals
have perished by the score, farms and
farmhouses are fiooded and the losses will
rum into the hundreds of thopsands. These
reports are meagre and uncorroborated, but
it is safe to estimate that at least 3000
horses, cows and hogs have been drowned.

PLEA OF THE IRON SMELTERS.

‘T'he bulk of the morning session was
taken up with a discussion of the duty
on ironh, John Mume, R. K. Muigau
and Robert Hobson appeared before the
Muusiers as e replesciialives of e
Hamilton Blast ¥urnace Cumpany, the
former, as spokesman, dilatiug on wie
great value of iron in commerce, and
pointing out the vast importance ouf
_blast furnaces to this country. He
(quoted figures going to show that iron
was cheaper than it ever was before,
and incidentally remarked that (he
principal manufacturers were using
Hamilton iron. ‘The blast furnace, he
said, and a capacity of two hundred
tons a day, and it required four hundred
tuns a day to feeu tane furnace, An
average of 120 tons a day could be
produced. Since the works started
about 10,000 tons of native ore had been
used, at a cost of $3.50 a ton. About
21,000 tons of pig iron had been turned
out, and of this 0,000 tons had been
sold, the works not yet having found
a sufficient market for its production.
The company had paid $86,000 in
freights for the furnace supply and
$7000 in outward bound frieghts. An
average of $1150 a week had been paid
in wages, 125 men being employed at
;the furnace. The plant had cost about
$400,000, and the company had not yet
reaped a cent from the enterprise.

Mr. Milne desired a fair share of en-
couragement for the smelting works
from the present Government, and ex<
pressed the opinion that if the duty
and bounty on iron were to be removed
it would be a long time before capital
could be induced to invest in another
smelting enterprise in this country.
The company got as much of its ore as
possible from the Canadian shores of
Lakes Huron and Superior. He esti-

couragement the iron manufacturers
were receiving a bounty of $2 per ton.

18 PIG IRON RAW MATERIAL?

Pig iron, according to the speaker, is
a finished product, and should not be
confounded with raw material.

Hon. Mr. Fielding was inclined to
differ with Mr. Milne on this point,
opining that if pig iron were not raw-
materal it would be Hard to find such
an article,

| to a specific duty of 2 1-2 cents a pound.

 Mr, Innes thought Canadian vegetables
superior to those of the United States.

MUSTARD.

J. A. Patterson, Flint, papers manu-
facturer, suggested a duty of 20 to 30
per cent. on flint papers, etc. .

WANTS RECIPROCITY,

Wm. Dixon, fruit dealer, wanted the
duty on malaga grapes placed on pack-
ages, so as to obviate the necessity of
the paekages being opened for Customs
purposes. He did not agree with the
fruit growers regarding the duty on
fruit; stating that he favored reeiproc-
ity with the States in fruit.

F. C. Bruce and Robert Evans, seed-
men, requested the Goveinment to
leave the tariff alome,

James Dunlop suggested that all corn
fmported should be taxed, otherwise
the flour and feed dealers could not
resist the temptation to sell free corn
for animal food, which latter kind of
corn carries a duty of 7 1-2 cents a
bushel. .

CONTRACTOR PLEADS GUILTY.
