All the controllets were present at yes-
terday's meeting of the board, which iast-
ed from 11 o'clock til half-past 2. The
business transacted was but little in pro-
portion to the expenditure of time.

Deputation on a $25 Mission,

Mr. W. C. Hall, barrister, appeared as
spokesman of a deputation from the trus-
tees of Grace Church, Elm-street, pressing
their $25 complaint against assessment for
a new plank pavement. Rev. J. Pitt Lewis,
John S. Barber and a dozen other geatle-

Contractors’ Penalties.

The Board deliberated lonig upon the peti-
ticns of a number of contractors, who had
been fined for overtlme spent on roadway
work in various parts of the -city. Ac-
ccrding to the City Engineer's report, the
tcta! penalties deducted from contracts up
to daie is $5600. The ratepayetrs on the
various streets backed up the representa-
ticns of the contractors tnat the delay was
rot due to negligence, but was occasioned
by ghortage in the supply of stone kerbing,
bad weather and other causes. On May 22
last the City Engineer was notified that in
future penalties for delay would be strictly
enforced.

An' interchange of opinion took plaee be-
tween Compirollers Lynd ahd Woods, the
former believing that, where the resideats
of the streets did not suffer, the cit uld
not be said to~have suffered, and the latter
ccntending that the several cases should be
dealt with individually. The City Engineer
will report on Saturday.

Comptroller Burns was prepared to ac-
cept whatever report the City Engineer
might send in. The engineer should be ar-
bitrator. The report will cover all the
coses where penalties should be imposed
and the reasons for the penalties.

Comptroller Woods wanted reports on all
cuses, whether favorable or unfavorable,
and the Board agreed.

Rust’s Report on Pavements,

City !L'ng'ineer Rust forwarded to the
Board of Control a statement showing the
approximate cost of construction ang re-
airs of the different classes of pavement
or a period extending over 15 years. He
declared himself strongly of opinlion, if the
Board of Control should decide to adopt
the report of the speclal committee, that no
roadway, unless constructed upon a con-
crete foundation, should, after the expira-
tion of the time for payment, be maintain-
ed in good condition at the general expense
of the city.

“Up to the present time,” he adds, ‘‘there
are about 24 miles of asphalt pavement
laid in the city, and within the next few
ears a great deal of this will require to
e re-surfaced. The cost of doing this will
be about $24,000 a mile. In addition to
this there will be some brick pavements,
which will require reconstruction. It does
not concern the department as to what
policy the Council adopt, providing they
grant a sufficient sum of money to keep
our streets in first-class condition. I ma
gay, hovewer, that after 22 years’ experi-
ence in this departmént I am strongly of
the opinion that the local improvement sys-
tem is much to be preferred to the system
which was in existence previous to 1881.
And I am satlsfled that if the Local Im-
provement Act had not been in force our
streets would not have been in as good con-
dition as they are at present, and it would
appear to me after havingsan opportunity
of witnessing both methods that there I8
muech more likelihood of good pavements
being constructed under the local improve-
ment system than by leaving it to the Coun-

cil to provide yearly out of the taxes an

treatment of sewage by flitration and broad
irrigation, and the requirements for the
same, and in a8 much as these reports set
forth very fully the fact that various cities,
both in the United States and England,
have.adopted with varying degrees of satis-
faction one or other of these processes,
and that at present the matter of the effi-
cacy of the septie tank system is being
exténsively experimented with in many
cities in the United States and England,
this Board feels at present that further in-
formation is required before it cam recom-
mend for adoption a system involving an
expenditure between two and three million
dollars, and would recommend that the
City Engineer and the Medical Health Of-
ficer be instructed to secure such further
information with reference to the sewage
problem as they may be able from other
cities, and, upon being satisfied that they
can' recommend and guarantee g system
suitable for the city of Toronto, that they
shall report the same forthwith. That in
the meantime the Board of Control be re-

uested to report funds to the extent of

5,000, to be placed at the joint disposal
of these two officials for the purpose of
covering the cost of securing such informa-
tion, and the engaging of such additional
pmfesslonxl services and advice as they
may from time to time consider necessary
in safeguarding their conclusions, In order
that everything possible be done towards
the solution of the problem of the proper
dis 1 of the sewage of the municipality.

“Your committee also beg to say that the
trunk sewage system, as reported upon by
Messrs. Herring and Gray and other en-

ineers, planned to discharge crude sewage
nto Lake Ontario, in the neighborhood of
the eastern part of the city, could mot, in
vlew of the probable contamination of the
elty’s water supply, be entertained.

“We would also recommend that in con-
templation of the conferences about to be
held with the Provincial Board of Health
regarding this matter assurance be con-
veyed to the Provincial Board of Health
that the city of Toronto will make reforms
and improvements in the sewage system
at as early a date as possible, upon being
assured that the system recommended is
the proper system to be instituted, and the
one best suited for the municipality of the
city of Toronto,” :

Ald. J. J. Graham seconded the resolu-

on.
Ald. Davies spoke at length upon the sig-
nificance of the westerly currents prevnﬁ-
ing in the lake, and the obvious necessity
of getting pure water east and discharging
the sewage west. He had an amendment
that the Engineer be instructed to extend
at the earliest convenient time the Duffer
in-street sewer to deep water. They would
be able to mark the effect of this with
profit to the future of the city.
A Trip to England Suggested.

Ald. Crane was so impressed with the
fmportance of the sewage problem that he
thought the Engineer and the Medical
Health Officer should be given a couple
of months to see how English cities were
meeting their sewage difficulty.

Ald, Hubbard disagreed with the sugges-
tions of the resolution because they were
old. He advocated the treatment of the
Dufferin-street sewage as an-experiment.
He was well satisfied with the quality of
Toronto water. They should ask the En-
gineer to decisively recommend a plan or
gystem, and have an end of plling report
upon report.
