Washington, Nov. 4.—On the first of 
this month a new republic, "The Unit­
ed States of Central America," came 
into existence, while the republics of 
Nicaragua, Salvador and Honduras dis­
appeared except as states of the new 
union.

The new republic has a population of 
about 2,000,000, an area of about 110,- 
000,000 square miles, a great stretch of 
sea coast on the Atlantic and the Paci- 
Ac, and the site of the Nicaragua 
Canal, through which commerce will 
ultimately pass from ocean to ocean. 
The movement to form the new repub­
lic began on June 20, 1895, when the 
presidents of Nicaragua, Salvador and 
Honduras formed the treaty of Ama- 
pala. This provided for a union on the 
foreign affairs of the three countries, 
and created a diet which directed these

United States of Central America,” 
formed of Nicaragua, Salvador and 
Honduras. Provision is made for the 
admission of Guatemala and Costa Rica 
if they elect to enter. A federal form 
of government is adopted, the bound­
ary line of the states being continued 
as heretofore, except as changed by 
each ceding one department to form a 
federal district, similar to the District 
of Columbia, where the seat of federal 
government is to be located. The capi- 
tal is located temporarily at Amapala, 
on Tigro Island, lying in the Gulf of 
Fonsica. The capital will remain 
there until the congress of the new 
republic selects a permanent site for it.
