14 VESSELS OF
SUNK IN WEEK

Five British Merchantmen
Unsuccessfully Attacked
by Submarines.

BLANK WEEK FOR NORWAY

Italy and France Report Their
Losses As Being Very,
Light.

LONDON, Oct. 10.—British merchant
vessels over 1,600 tons sunkgby mine or
submarine in the last weeR" numbered
fourteen, according to the official state-
ment of the British admiralty tonight.

Two vessels under 1,600 tons and three
fishing vessels also were sunk.

Five British vessels were unsuccess-
fully attacked, including three prior to
last week. Arrivals for the week were
2,519; sailings, 2,632.

Last week’s report. which was the
lowest in aggregate of any week since
unrestricted submarine warfare began,
showed eleven ships of the larger class
and two vessels under 1,600 tons sunk.

FRENCH LOSE THREE.

Paris, Oct. 11.—Three French steamers
of more than 1,600 tons were sunk by
mines or submarines during the week
ending October 7. Two vessels: of less
than 1,600 tons were lost and eight ships
were attacked without success. Six fish-
ing boats were sunk,

FOUR FOR ITALY,

Rome, Oct. 11.—In all seas last weelk
two Italian steamers of more than 1,500
tons and two of less than 1,500 tons
were sunk by mines or submarines. One
sailing vessel of more than 100 tons also
was lost. One steamer and one sailing
vessel were attacked without success.

BLANK WEEK FOR NORWAY.
