Might Flood St. Lawrence Banks for
30 Miles.

OTTAWA, Dec. 24—Objection is being
urged from various quarters against the
proposal of-the Long Sault Devglopment
Company -for damming the St. Lawrence
River at the foot of the Long Soul Rap-
ids, above Cornwall. The power that
would be created by the erection of a
system of dams at this peint would no
doubt be very large, but it is claimed
that. the enterprise would have a serious
éffect’ on .navigation, and that it would
result in property damages for as much
as thirty miles up stream. It is pointed
out in support of the latter contention
that twice within the past half-century,
when -an ice blockade occurred at the
Long Sault -Rapids. the water rose to
such an extent as to cause serious floods
in Morrisburg, thirty miles away.
