COLLEGE TITLE IS
TAKENBY M'GILL

Intercollegiate Track Meet in
Chilly Weather—Records
" Are Broken.

In weather more suited for the Do-|
minion rugby finals than track athletes
the annual intercollegiate meet was staged
at Varsity Stadium yesterday. Manitoba
University sent down. a strong team; Mc-
Gill, Queens, RM.C. and Varsity were
the other competitors. It ended up in a
fight between McGill and Varsity for the

championship. Manitoba are not mem-
borsm‘(’)f the union and their points did
not count and Queens and R.M.C. failed
to send eight men, 'which, under the
rules, is the smallest number a uni-
versity can send, to be counted in the
running for the honors. i

McGill sent up a strong team, but Var-
sity battled them all the way, and Mc-
Gill only won the honors by the narrow
margin of seven points, 62 to 55. Toronto
had the honor of entering the individual
champion, when Foster carried off the
honors, with 16 points. Kennedy of Mc-
Gill was second, with ten marks.

One new Canadian record and two new
college marks were set up, despite the
biting wind and adverse conditions.
Meredith of Manitoba threw the discuss
199 feet 6 1-2 inches for the new Cana-
dian record. In the hurdles the college
record was lowered twjpe .and the big-
gest upset of the day took place. Car-
ruthers, the good Varsity hurdler, won
his heat -and set a college record and
then fell before Farthing of McGill in the
final and Farthing again lowered the
record.

Leigh of Varsity took the three-mile
run and set a new time for the distance.

Technical

New York, Oct. 29.—Hngh Jennings, who
for many years was manager of the Detroit
American League team, signed a contract
here today as assistant manager of the New
York National League Baseball Club. This
was announced officially tonight by Vice-
President and Manager John J. McGraw.
No details as to the term of the contract
were given out.

Jemnings was born at Pittston, Penn., in
1870, and first played professional baseball
with the Leighton, Penna., club in 1890.
The following year he signed with the
Louisville American Association as - first
baseman and shortstop. In 1894 he was
traded to the Baltimore Nationals, and four
years later shifted to ‘the Brooklyn Nation-
als, in which team he played first base.
An injury to his arm, which he received
in diving ito a swimming pool at Cornell
University, prevented him from returning
4o his regular position as shortstop.

In 1901 he became manager and cap-
tain of the Philadelphia Nationals, and
two years later he returned to the Balti-
more Eastern League Club, playing second
base and shortstop until 1907, when he was
drafted by the Detroit Americans. Since
that time Jennings has acted as manager
of the Detroit team until the close of the
present seasom, when he resigned.

Halifax, N.S., Oct. 29.—Captain Tommy
Himmelman and his husky crew, gay in
suits of special white drill, ame here,
along with the Delawana, Launenburg’s
fleet defender, in the international ocean
fishing schooner race series, which com-
mences off Halifax harbor tomorrow.
Their ship came in this afternooeut out
of the light mists that hung at the har-
Lbor mouth, and craft 4nd crew were
given a warm welcome. Thus cheered,
they are primed for the fray.

Captain Marty Welch and his Glouces-
ter men are pready, too. They had a
Tun out tqday, sailing around one of the
courses laid down for selection by the
sailing committee. Esperanto showed
speed, the waterfront watchers said, and
one or two experts who were taking a
very casual glance as the racing mack-
erel seiner nosed seawards, opined that
Captain *Marty was mno slouch when it
came to finding the wind. There was not
a regular breeze—certainly not the ‘‘gale
of wind” that both crews so arden%y
wish—but there was enough to let the
wharf-world know that Marty handles a
ship that can move along right smanrtly
in light weather.
