It seems to be well understood and es­
tablished by the admissions of Hon. -Mr. 
Emmeraon, that the papers have been 
bought for the purpose of t mustering 
them into Government organs. Independ­
ent lines will not suit the Government. 
Mr. Pearson is-not investing in newspa- 
pers as a financier tout as a political agent. 
The Sun has set as a Conservative paper, 
and, while it may pretend for a time to 
lie independent, it is really the Govern­
ment organ in St. John. The Globe is a 
Government paper, but hardly a Goi crû­
ment organ. There is a difference.

The sale of the Sun leaves the Conserva­
tives where they were in 1878, when it 
was established, leaves them without a 
newspaper in St. John. In 1878, on the 
eve of a general election, the only Con­
servative daily in the province was the 
Moncton Times, owned at that time by 
H. T. Stephens and edited by John Liv­
ingston. The St. John Conservative com­
mittee, having persuaded Lt. Gov. Tilley 
to resign and ran for the city, decided to 
establish a daily paper for the campaign, 
and so the Sun was launched with J. L. 
Stewart as editor. At the close pf that 
victorious campaign, which resulted in the 
election of Mr.-Tilley in St. John and the 
overthrow of the Mackenzie government, 
Mr. Livingston organized the Sun Publish­
ing Ob., and took over the paper from 
the campaign committee. And now, aft­
er twenty-eight years of political consist­
ency and unwavering allegiance to. Con­
servative principles, it is bought up with 
dollars and turned into a Liberal party
