Numerous
specimens of ancient manufacture were in his posses-
sion. He had a sort ot Museum, in which were exhi-
bited the traces of gradual improvement in the art,
which he had pleasure in showing to intelligent tra-
vellers or visiters. On the celebration of the 50th
anniversary of the commencement of that great Na-
tional werk, the Trent and Mersey Canal, Mr. Wood
presiiled at the dinner; on which occasion be exhibit-
ed specimens of his art for nearly two centuries,
marking every grade of improvement from the rude
ungluged poringer, made of course clay. to the most
exquisite models of fine porcelnin.—1In all the social
relutions of life, Mr. Wood was distinguished for sin-
cerity and uffubility ; and especially for susceptibility
and tenderness of heart.

—On Fiiduy next the choice of Electors of President
and Vice President of the United States, for four
years from the 4th of March next, will begin; and
in less than three weeks from that date it will be
completed, in ull the States except South Carolina,

The States which take the lead in the election are
Pennsylvaniaand Ohio.  The duy established by the
Iaws of those States, for the choice ot electors. is
Friday the 30th inst. The earliest day which by the
Constitution might have been fixed for the choice of
electors, is Thursday the 291h,—that being within 34
days preceding the tirst Wednesduy [the 2d] of De-
cember, ¢

Of the two States which now take the lead, Ohio
lias just given us so decided an indication of the way
in which her 21 v will be cast, that it cannot be
considered as admitting of a doubt. The 30 votes of
Pennsylvania are much more uncertain, yet it appears
to us much the most probable, that this State will ul-
sogo for Harrison.  Should this be the case, the cer-
tainty of 51 votes to begin with, from two States
which have Leen stoutly claimed in favour of Mr. Van
Buren, will doubtiess produce an effect upon many
shivering voters in the other States.

BOUNDARY QUESTION.

It would appear by the following extract, froma
State of Maine paper, that a part of the disputed
territory is filling up quickly, upon easier terms
than any Government land can be obtained in Ca-
nada. It is but justice, however, to observe, that
the Aroostook valley is settling under a law which
applies to every other part of the State ; passed
23d March, 1838 :—

“ Scowhegan, Oct. 19th.—To the Young Men
of Maine.—The Land Agent of this State has given
notice below, that a number of tracts of valuable
settling land, have been laid out in the Eastern sec-
tion of this State and are now for sale to actual
settlers, at the low price of 50 cents per acre, three
fourths to be paid in work on their own roads, and
the residue to be paid in cash. Four years are al-
lowed to pay for the land. These lands are rich
and produce large crops of wheat, grass and pota-
toes—presenting one of the best opportunities for
new settlers to be found in the world.

“ STATE OF MAINE.
“ Land Office, Bangor, Oct. 5, 1840.

“The price of lots in the townships surveyed
the last and present year, as also lots remaining
unsold in the last named townships, will not be
less than fifty cents per acre, and probably not ex-
ceed one dollar, The prices may vary in some ca-
ses, according to the situation and quality of the
soil. Settling duties required by law are, that the
purchaser of one lot to clear in a proper manner,
fifteen acres thereof, ten or more of which shall be
