Finally a man named Mahon was ar­
rest ed, under dramatic circumstances.
All circumstantial evidence pointed t<i 
his guilt. Again, for weeks, it wan 
the biggest news story going. Then 
came the trial. Again it was the bigJ 
gest story going. Then came the day 
when the case went to the jury. For 
many weeks, remember, everybody in 
the' country had been reading and talk­
ing about this terrible crime. Presum­
ably every detail has been published.
Presumably every fact bas been given DRIVES INTO END 
to -the jury. A verdict of guilty is re­
turned. Mahon is sentenced to death.

Previous Violence.

And then the judge says the jury 
may be interested in knowing that 
Mahon had previously “suffered a term 
of penal servitude for a crime of vio­
lence.” And then, and not until then, 
the newspapers print that Mahon 
served five years for robbing a bank 
and hitting a woman in the head nine 
times with a hammer; that he had been 
guilty for forgery and burglary and had I 
been accused of other crimes.

For weeks every newspaper had sup­
pressed the hottest sort of stuff about 
the biggest story running; the prose­
cuting attorney had never breathed to 
the jury the slightest hint that Mahon 
had ever been in trouble before; even 
parts of his statement to the police 
after arrest, referring to his past 
crimes, were pasted over and concealed 
when that document was 'submitted to 
the jury—all for fear that any jury­
man, learning or even suspecting 
man had committed previous crimes, 
might be influenced thereby in return­
ing a verdict in this case!

In America, of course, the prosecu­
tion would have laid bare Mahon’s 
previous life. “He does this sort of 
thing right along!” would have been 
The' meat of the argument. And the 
American newspaperman would have 
thought the person insane who would 
propose suppressing such a story !

But British justice is built that way!
Any newspaper pre-jpdging or influ­
encing the case would have been fined 
and an editor put in jail. Such pun­
ishment, in fact, was given several 
newspapers that printed what the 
court considered too many early de­
tails of the murder. And if the prose­
cuting attorney had referred to 
Mahon’s previous crimes he would have 
been considered a disgrace to his pro­
fession—because of not giving the ac­
cused a fair chance.

And that brings up an ironic little 
touch. After sentence was passed,
Mahon complained that the judge’s 
“summing up” of the case to the jury 
had been “unfair” !
