A fine of F. G
Theatre, by Magistrate Ritchie in the
police court. this morning, on a report for
allowing children uifider ten years of age
to be in his theatre. The report was
made by Detective Killen, who eaid that
he saw eeveral' children under age in the
Unique on last Saturday. The fine was
allowed to stand, it being the first case’
that has come before /the courts since the
act was passed. \

Factory Inspector Kenney reported that
the moving picture men throughout the
province were carrying out the building
laws as well as the other laws governing
them, satisfactorily, and he asked that
the fine be allowed to etand. “This act,
he eaid, “although passed some time ago,
has never been enforced until a few days
ago, and I am sure the picture house own-
eérs will do all in their power to adhere
to it. The law is a great protection to
the children, in as much as they are not
allowed to go to a theatre unless accom-
panied by an adult, who, in case of fire
or any accident would be qualified to look
after them. Heretofore if a panic occur-
red in a theatre the children would have
had poor protection and many might
have been killed.

His Honor said that the fine ranged
from $50 to 8200, and that although he
would allow the fine to stand in this case,
he would collect it in the next ohe. The
parents of young children who allowed
them to be out late at night in the
nickels were the ones on whom the blame
should be laid, and he theught that be-
fore long they would have to take action
against them, or elee arrest all the young-
sters who were found around the amuse-
ment houses at night.

Mr. Spencer said it was very difficult
for the ticket seller to know to whom to
sell tickets, as eome of those who were
under the age required by law, 16 years,
were quite large. “The law is strict and
bard to carry out,” said Mr. Spencer,
“stating as it does that all children under
ten years of age are not, allowed to attend
the nickels in the afternoon unless accom-
panied by an adult, and all those under
fifteen are excluded from the night per-
formances unless accompanied by an
adult. We have had cases where young-
sters got adults to buy tickets for them
in order that they could get in.” Mr.
Spencer asked for a definition of the
word adult, and the court decreed that
adult meant a person of maturity.

Mr. Kenney related an instance of two
youngsters stopping him in Charlotte
street and asking him to buy tickete for
them. When he refised one of the boys
offered to give him five cents if he would
get tickets.
