A CALAMITY AT SEA.

Scores of Lives Lost in the
Indian Ocean.

THE STEAMSHIP ADEN WRECKED.

Blewa by a Monseen on (0 a Reel, Where
She Wens te Pleces—The Lifeboats
'lwl-ped One Alter Another—
Feariul suspense for 17
Bays of survivers.

Aden, June 29.—The Indian Govern-
ment's steamer Mayo, sent out in search
of the missing steamer Aden, from Yo-
kohama on April 28, via Colombo and
Aden for London, which was last heard
of when leaving Colombo on June 1 for

this port, has returned here and reports |

that the Aden was totally lost off the
Island of Socotra, ut the eastern ex-

| tremity of Africa, during the morning of

June 9.

China and Japan,

( and crew and seven white passengers

were swept overboard and drowned very
soon after she ran ashore,
passengers, nine children, two officers
and u few of the Aden’s crew succeeded
in getting away from the wreck iIn a
boat, but they have not been heard of
since, and litte hope, owing to the bad
weather which has since prevailed, is
entertained of their safety,

The Mayo saved nine of the Aden’s
passcengers, three of the white members
of the crew and 33 of the natives, who
formed part of the steamer's crew. All

these persons were rescued just as the |

Aden was breaking up. The survivors
of the wrecked steamer were brought
to this port by the Mayo, and are being
cared for by the local authorities.

In all, the drowned and missing in-
clude 25 passengers, 20 European offi-
cers and 33 natives of the Aden's crew.

THE DETAILS TOLD.
A Monsoen Struck the Vessel
Ner oa Raseadreesa Reef,
London, June 30.—A despatch to The
Daily Mail from Aden, Arabia, says:

| seen that the steamer could not survive

the shock and that the only chance for

| safety lay in the boats. Life belts were

distributed, distress signals given, and
the boats on the lee side prepared for
taunching. Those on the weather side
had already been washed away.

“A life boat was lowered, only to be
swept away immediately with three las-
cars amd the first officer, Mr. Carden.
The gig was despatched to the rescue,
with Mr. Miller, the second otlicer, but,
to the despair of all, both boats were
rapidly swept away,

“The only remaining

lifeboat
then lowered amid

a scene of
A cry of anguish broke from
the lips even of the men, when this half
throwing the sailors and the
stores into the sea. After great efforts
the boat was righted and the women
and children were lowered into it, with
the exception of Mesdames Gillett,
Pearce and Strain, who heroically de-
cided to share the fate of their husbands
and ‘the Misses Lloyd and Welter, who
remained on board. The boat, manned
v a European crew, left in a tremend-
ous se a and drifted rapidly out of sight.

“Vast waves still swept the wreek,
and, ope by one, men, women and chil-
dren, grown too weak to withstand the
repeated buffetings, were washed over-
board in sight of those who were mo-
mentarily expecting the same fate,

“All day the victims woere pieked off
one by one, until 5 o'clock in the after-
noon, when those who still survived re-
treated below in suspense., Day after
day the desperate men kept a sharp
lookout, but no vessel was sighted until
the 13th, and even then the distress
signal was not seen. On the 17th and
on the 20th other vessels were sighted,
but the signals either were not secn or
were ignored. g

‘“These unhappy episodes caunsed pain-
ful and half crazy scenes of rage ammg
those who had previously been self-
controlled. Each day it Was necessary
to curtail the allowance of rations, Mrs,
Gillett did the catering, and m.ngnbu'ed
greatly to cheering up the ship’s com-

pany.

“511 June 25, when things were at
their worst and the food supply was al-
most exhausted, two steamers were
sighted. One proceeded without paying
any attention to the distress signal.
The other anchored under the lee of
the island. As soon as she was sighted
a lascar mounted the rigging and sig-
nalled her. 1In reply eandles burned at
her port holes, and at day-break on the
27tb a suspense of 17 days was relieved
by the spectacle of the steamer round-
ing the point and heading towards the
wreck, She droprd auchor ashout a
mile away. It took three-quarters of an
hour for a lifeboat to reach the wreck,
It was the lifebont of the Indian Gov-
ernment steamer Mayo, and in charge
of Lieutenants Dobin and Goldsmith.
They skilfully avoided the tremendos
wash and rescued all of the survivors
in two trips.”

“OLD HOSS” 18 DEAD,
Onc of the test Fun-Makers That Ever
Loaked Across the Foeotlights
Pavied Away Yesterdny,

New  York, June 29.—William P,
Hoey died this morning, He was known
|in theatrical circles as “Qid Hoss™ and
one of the funniest mirth-provokers that
ever looked across the footlights,
