Fixes Sum of Million and Half
" to-Be Spent on Water °
Project

A number of important by-laws were
given their first readings at last even-
ing’s meeting of the city council. These
were the Sooke Lake water measure,
one defining the’ duties of municipal
officers, & measure to' authorize the
| raising of an additional loan for street

"lighting purpose and’ the tunderground

telephone py-law. On both the Sooke
and duties of officers by-lawsg there was
seme discussion.

: 'On the mayor taking up the Sooke
by-law he explainéd-that he; proposed
that it should. simply be. given a first
reading,

7 X1d: Rannetman “wanted ;the medsure
laid over. It was a most important by-
law, and the aldermen should be given
“full time to consider it.

Mayor Morley insisted that lt be
given a 'first reading. It was a more
important measure than the by-law
for Goldstream, and he recalled that
the aldermen had raised no similar ob-
jection when that measure was intro-
duced.

The by-law was then read a first
time. The€ city solicitor, replying to a
question, said he figured that it should
bé-read a third time and passed not
later than the 23rd of the month. This
would\ give a clear 20 days before be-
ing voted c¢cn by the people;

The by-law is of the customary form
for a money by-law, and containg no
provisions of an unusual nature. The
sum of $1,500,000 is fixed as being neces-
sary to acquire. and develop Sooke
Lake, and the necessary loan is to be
raised on the whole credit 6f the cor-
poration as well as upon the existing
waterworks system. y

The dutles' of officers’ by:law pro-
vides changes in the scope of the au-
thority of James L. Raymur, comp-
troller. The measure proposes to give
him authority’ to supervise all other
departments as far as fiscal arrange-
ments are concérned, give proper and
periodical statements of account, and,
generally; supervise the entire fiscal
gystem. of the city.

Ald. Fullerton feared that it was
proposed _to give the comptroller too
wide powers. He enquired of the city
solicitor if the comptroller would not
under the by-law have the power of
fixing salaries, and on being answered
in the affirmative objected to'the clause
in the measure which granted that
power. ‘

Other clauses being objected to, it
was decided to delay further ' consider-
ation of the by-law until Monday even-
ing next.

The electric light by-law provides for
the raising of a loan of 225,000 for the
purpose of purchasing lamps for street
lighting purposes. Thigis the first loan
of the kind since 1897, and as there are
many applications for additional light-

] ing facilities it will doubtléess carry.

The ‘underground 'telephone ‘by-law
provides for the city raising $100,000,
the estimated cost- of the work of plac-
ing the wires underground. The amount
to be -spread over 50 ‘years, and the
company agrees to secure the neces-
sary entrance to the various blocks |
for the distribution of the wires.: The
amount will be repaid to the d&ity, the
latter merely lending its credit to raise
the necessary funds, The area to:be
affected by the by-law. is  confined’
within the following streets: Wharf,
Humboldt, Douglas, Burdette awvenue,
Blanchard, Cormorant, Store and Johns= |
son. streets, and on' Fort street from
Douglas street to Cooke street, ang on
Yates - street’ from Douglas street to
Quadra street.

ON CITY HALL METHODS

Bill for $3 500 Accompanies
" Report and Goes to Fin-
ance Commnttee

(From T\xesday s Daily.)

J H. Hemwéll. expert accountant,
who has been mpking an investigation
into book-keeping methods at the city
hall, submitted his final report at last
evening’s meeting of the council. It
was referred with little or no discus-
si6n to the finance committee for, re-
port.

The report is a lengthy document
and, in contradistinction to the in-:
terim report, contains ecomment of a
more or less serious charsdcter upon the
methods at present followed in the
accountlng branch of the ' civic busi-
ness.  No delinquencies on the part of
any officials are . alleged, but it is
charged that there has been consider-
able laxity .which might result in fin-
ancial loss to the city if not corrected.
Mr. Helliwell concludes his report  as
follows:

“The extent of my examination con-
vinces me that the corporation’ would
experience material benefit from such
an appointment (an expert apditor),
provided the support of * the  ‘council
was afforded in tHe prosecution of the
work. Without such support, time and
effort expended in this direction are
wasted, and’it 15 particularly unfor-
tunate that work’' of this character
should be made the subject of per-
sonal argument or political considera-
tion. Speaking from a personal stand-
point I may say that had I been aware
that such conservative opinion existed
witl\ regard to present methods, I
should ‘have declined the honor of the
engagement by your. . council. It is
with me a matter of sincere regret that
I have been unable tp convince your
council that study and comprehension
of these subjects must evéntually re-
sult to the advantage of the city at
large, but I trust that someone else
may be more successful, and that the
importance of these mattérs will be
equally impressed upon those from
whom action ‘will be expeafed.”

In his covering letter accompanying

the report Mr. Helliwell mentions that
He ig'enclosing his account for the ser-
vices whicH he has rendered the eity,
This sum amounts to $3,500.
The mayor dsked the clerk what had
become of Mr. Helliwell's bill, and that
official replied that he had that after-
noon referred the same to the finance
committee.
