Justice, on 1}»phc‘mun therefor.

Sec. i Any Justice of the Peace ntgler‘tmg or
refusing to make any such return, shall be subjéct
to & penalty of not less than five dollars, nor ex-
ceeding twenty dollars, for each act of neglect or
refusal, (and the ommission to make a return of

such conviction, shall for the purposes of this

Lhuptvr, constitute a separate act of neglect or

refusal) to be recorded before any Justice of the

Peace for the County in which the penalty may

have been on record in the name of the County
