Advance.
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To Promote Immieration to New
Brunswick.

Premier ' Emmerson and Provincial
Secretary Tweedie have been to Mon-
treal and Ottawa during the past week.
It is understood that they conferyed
with the ministry @t Ottawa on the
subject of the Eastern extension claims,
and with Mr D. W. Campbeil, mana-
ger of the Beaver Line steamships,
with the view of securing to New
Brunswick a shuare of the immigiants
coming to Canada in the spring. The
Provincial Secretary has been for some
time pressing upon Mr. Campbell’s
uotice the suitableness of New Bruns.
wick, not only for settlers from the
mother coantry, but also those from
Scandanavia, and it is hoped that many
people of a desirable and suitable class
will be indaced to come to this province
instead of going turther and faring no
better. ‘Tv has seemed for years that
all the efforts of the Dominion Govern-
ment in connection with immigration
have been for the advantage of the
western  portlons ol Canala,
apuear to have thought only ot Outario,
Manitoba and British Culuinbia, and
thave issued bundreds of tons of beoks
and pemphlets giving information ex-
clusively in reference to those sections
of the Dominion, New Brunswick’s only
part in the work being that her people
have been obliged to pay a share of the
expenses of the one-sided propaganda.
As New Brunswick has come to the
front with~~its Canadian Atlantic
terminudit is possible that notwith-
standing the handicaps placed upon her
tram federal quarters in the last twenty
years, she may be able to win success
on her merits, throngh the efforts
of the local government, supplemented
by the good offices of the Beaver Line
management, who will, no doubt, not
consider it a duty—8 nearly all other
steamship companies doing a trans-
Atlantic business in Canada have been
induced to do—to convey to immigranis
the impression that Canada, as a home
for them, all lies west of Toronto.

The Canada Eastera.

In its endeavors to prevent the Cana-
da Eastern Railway from being acquired
by the Dominion and made a part of
the Intercolonial, the St, John Globe
uses very largely the arguments and
attacks of western papers against the
proposition. The other day it repro-
duced some of the Toronto Globe’s
ammunition in firing one of its shots,
and thus attracted the attention ot
Hon. David Wark—the Nestor of the
Dominion Senate—who thus replies :—
To the Editor of the Globe :

SiR :—In your Weekly o® 19th inst.
you give some inquiries by the Toronto
Globe about ths purchase by the gov-
ernment of the Canada Eastern railroad
as a feeder to the Intercolonial. In re-
ply to these inquiries as to expenditure
in New Brunswick, the Globe, as a
consistent and uble triend of the Liber-
al party, is entitled to an answer.
While a vast expenditure was going on
in the west on canaly, harbors and
docks, as well as subsidies to railways,
Nova Scotia had an energetic member
in the cabinet who claimed for some
equivalent, and he procured grants
from vear to year out of which he pur-
chased the road from New Glasgow to
she Srraies of Canso at a cost of 81,280 -

cost about $690,000, I think it the
Giobe will collece trom  the public ac-
counts the whole of the expenditure in
Nova Scotia for the above purposes they
will be tound to amonnt to six or sever
millions, and I suppose not more than
Nova Scotia was entitled to. The
representatives of New Brunswick in
the cabinet at that time seem to have
made but very slight demands for their
province, and now if she, through her
representative, asks for some, though
small, equivalents she onght not to be
thought unreasonable. ' This, 1 think,
the Toronto Globe and ull others will
readily admit.

Were the arrangement carried ont
and the road operated as part of the
I[ntercolonial, as it passes through the
centre of the two counties in which the
most extensive lumbeting operations ot
the province are carried on, cars loaded
with merchandise from Montreal or
Toronto could be delivered at any point
along the line under the same manage-
ment, rendering the question not- with-
out interest to the Glohe and its Toron-
to mecantile friends. I therefore hope
that under the circumstances there will
be no opposition from that quacter to
this desirable arrangement.

The Encyclical of XHis Holiness the
Pope, on the Ma. itoba School
Queastioa.

The encyoclical letter of the R man
Pou'iff on the suhject of the Munitoba
8chool question, together with letters of
promulgation were re.d in the Catholic
churches of the Dincese of Chatham on
Sanday last, excepting in the p.o-c.the-
dral, where they wete real on the previ-
ous Sunday. We publish, this week, the
announcement made at the time by the
veaerated Bishop of Chatham, tcgether
with the encyclical letter, which are of
interest not ouly to Roman Catnolizs, but
the community geuerally. His Holinese,
it will be observed, takes nu new ground
in regard Lo the daty of Catholics towards
their children. But while re-stating the
pusition of the Church with the clearness
and firmness characteristic of all his utter-
auces, there is in the ducu nent manifesta-
tions of the spirit of concilation and
Curistian charity which have ever distin-
guished Leo, X1II. No cit'zen of Canaca
who knows the meiits of the Munitoba
School question and reals the encychcal
can fail to appreciate the moderation wi h
which it is discussed by His Holiness and
the suggestions of peace and goodwill
which it embodies.

After the Gospel, at the Bishop’s Mass,
Sunday, Jan. 16, 1898, he made the follow-
ing brief announcement :—

A few days ago the Pope’s Encyclical in
the original Latin, on the Manitoba School
Question came to us in the usual way,
through our Most Rev. Metropolitan, the
Archbishop of Halifax, to whom ordinarily
such official documents are sent from Rome,
to be re-distributed by him to the various
suffragan bishops of his ecclesiastical prov-
ince. In the Archbishop’s letter dated:
Archbishop’s House, Halifax, Jan. 10, 1898,
is stated : ** My Dear Lord—I am sendin
you a copy of the Pope’s Encyclical whic|
reached here only on Saturday, and of which
I am preparing an Englisfl translation.
Should you desire copies of the English
translation for your clergy, please let me
know by telegraph how many you would
require.

*“ In conjunction with this matter I may
say that when in Montreal last week a form
ot letter of promul®ation was agreed upon by
scveral ot the Avchbishops. Possibly, you
may have received a communication from
Myr. Begin on this question. I may say that
as he was obliged by an opder from Rome to
promulgate the Encyclical at once, we agreed
that he should publish at the same time the
Pastoral alluded to, and that we in promul-
gating the Encyclical in our diocese would
adopt that letter as our own. . Should your
Lordship feel inclined to do likewise, you
can obtain from Mgr. Begin as many copies
as you may require both in French and
English. > * C. O'Brien, Abp. of
H:ﬁifux."

Similar letters have come from Abp. Begin
of Quebec and Abp. Bruchesi of"Montreal.
In conformity and unity with our vener-
ated Archbishop and the other Bishops we
adopt the same plan ; and, therefore, to-day
at the end of this Mass will be read by one
of the Rev. Fathers, at the usual time for
making the announcements,the said pastoral
letter of promulgation; and at the High Mass
will be read the said Papal Encyclical itself.
This was done accordingly.

During the week when the packages tele-

raphed for, arrive from Halifax and Que-

c, copies will be duly forwarded to the
priests throughout the Diocese to be read in
their respective churches next Sunday.

This is net in the spirit of politica{pnrt,y»
ism, but in the spirit of obedience to the
Supreme Visible Head of the Church, whose
infallible pronouncements in matters of faith
and morals—of religious truths, not mere
worldly or secular opinions which may vary
or differ—are protected from error by Him
who commands us to hear and obey. Christ
says : ‘‘Suffer little children ' to come unto
me,and forbid them not”—by a mere secular
or neutral education, preventing them from
growing up in the habits of practicing and
learning their duty to God, to themselves,
and to their fellow men. ¢‘ He that shall
scandalize one of these little ones that be-
lieve in Me, it were better for him that a
millstone should be hanged about his neck
and that he should be drowned in the depth
of the sea.” [Matt. XVIIL]

But to those who teach correctly, in the
spirit of “‘faith that worketh by- charity” a

o to the least of these is done to Me” says
our Lord in the Gospel ; and the Holy Ghost
proclaims the reward of this duty: “They
who instruct many to justice shall shine as
the stars for all eternity.”

The question agitated is one of greapand
eaceptional importance. We apeak df the
decision taken seven years ago by the parlia-
ment of Manitoba on the subject of educa-
tion. The a&ct of confederation had secured
to Catholic children the right of education
in public schools, in keepiog with their con-
scientious convictions : the patliamsnt of
Man- toba abolished this right by a contrary
law. By this law & grave injury wasio-
fl cted, for it is oot lawfu! for Our children
to se-k the benetits of education in schools
in which the Catn-lic religion is ignored, or
actively combatted; in achools where its
ducirine is despised and its fuodamental
principles repudiated. If the Church has
snywhere permitted this, it was only with
reluctance and in self-deferice; and after
having t:ken many precautions, which,
howev:r, toa often have been found unequal
to parrying the danger. In like manner
one must at ull cost avoid as most pernieious
thpse schouls wherein eveng form of belief
w indifferently admitted and placed on an
equal footing—as if in what regerds God
and Divive things it was of no importance
whether one believed rightly or wrongly,
whether ove followed truth or falsehuod.
You well know, Venerahle Brothers, that
all «chools of this kind have been condemn-
ed by the Church, becanss there can he
nothing more pernicious og more fitted to
ivjure the integrity of faith, aud to turn
awuy the tender minds of youth from the
truth,

There is another point on which even
those who differ fiom us in all else wil
agree with us, namely, that it is net by
mews of a pur-ly scientific instruction, nor
by vague and superficial notions of virtue,
hat Casihulic child ren will lesve schuol such
++ their country deeires and expecte. They
must be more deeply and fully instrocted io
their religivn if they are to become good
Christ'aus, honest and npright citizens The
formation of their character must be the re-
ault of principles which, deeply engrnvh&'un
thieir consciences, will impose themselved' on
their hives a8 the uatural consequenced ‘vf
their fa.th and religion, for without religion
there is uo moral education worthy ofithe
name, none truly efficicious, secing that the
nature and force of all duties are demwed
chiefly from those specisl duties which bwd
man to Gud, to God who commands, who
forbide, and who has affixed a ranction to
wood and evil.  Wherefore, to hope to have
wouls imbued wi h good morals, and at the
eame time to leave them deprived of re-
ligion, is 88 scnseless as to nvite to virtne
a! «r having overthrown its very fouuda.
tins. F r the Catholic there is but one
tiue religion, he Cathohic relig on; henge in
all tha: c-n. erns doctrine, or mo shty, or re-
ligion, he cannot accept or r-counise any hing
which 18 nit drawn from the very sources of
Ca holic resching. Justce and reason de-
mand, theo, ‘that our childien have in their
»cheo's, not culy scient fic instruction, but
alvo moral teschiogs in barm -ny, ss We
have alresdy eard, with the principles of
their rel gion—teaching+ without which all
education will be not ouly fiuitlers but
abaclntely pernicious,
of having Catho ic teachers ; reading Looks
wiid L Xt books approved of by the Bhops;

Hever the neces ity

ard abeoy ta organiz

authority, When, then, Catholics demand,
as it is their duty to demand, and to strive
t) obtain, that the teachings of the masters
shall be in conformity with the religion of
their children, they are only makiog use of
their right ; and there can be nothing more
anjast than to force on them the alternative
of allowing their children to grow up' in
1guoraoce, or to expose them to manifest
danger in what councerns the supreme in-
terests of their souls.

It ie mot right to call in doubt or to

sbandon in any way these principles of

farth, and —for we must pay this |I00;§ag:’;
to the trath—without me. ting with disfivor’

judging and acting which are founded on
truth and justice, and which are the safe-
guards both of public and private interests,
Wher-fore. when the new law in Manitoba
struck o blow at Catholic education, it was
your duty,, Venerable Brothers, to freely
ptotest against the injury and dissster in-
tlicted ; and the way in which you all ful-
tinlied that duty is a proof of ypur common
vigilence, and of a spuit truly worthy of
Bishops ; and although each one of you will
find en this point a sufficient approbation in
the testimony of his own conscience, learn
neverthel-ss that you have also Qur con-
carrence and Our approbation ; for the things
which you sought and still seek to protect
sud defend are most sacred.

“The difficulties cicited by the law of
which We epeak, by their very nature show-
ed that &u «lleviation was to be sought for
in a united effort. For so worthy was the
Catholic cause that all gnod acd upright
citizens, witnout® distinction of party,
ghould have banded themselves together in
¢close union to uphold it. Un‘ortunately
for the success of this ceu«e the costrary
took place. What is more dep'orable stili
is, that Catholic Canadians themselves failed
to unite as they shoull 1n defending those
interests, which are of such great impo tance
to all—the importance and gravity of which
should have stilled the voice of party poli-
tice, which are of mnch less im portance.

We are not unaware that somethiug has

been Jone to amend the law. The meu who
are at the head of the federal goverumeat,
and of the province of Mauitoda,have already
fdken certain measures with a view to
decreasing the dilliculties of which the
Catholies of Manitoba complain, and agaiost
which they rightly continue to protest. We
have no reason to doubt that thesse measures
were taken from a love of justice, and from
a laudable motive. We cannot, however,
dissimulate the truth; the law which they
have passed to repair the ir.jury is defective,
unsuitable, incufficient. The Catholics ask,
and oo one can deny that they justly ask,
for much more. Moreover, in the remedial
messures that have been proposed, there is
this defect, that by reason of chaunged local
circumsetanzes they may easily become
valueleless. In a word, the rights of
Catholics and the education of their children
have not bees sufficiently provided for in
Man:toba.  Everything in this question
demands—and it is conformsble to justice—
that they should be thoroughly provided for,
that ie, by plucing ia security and surround-
iog with due safeguards those unchangeable
and sacred principles of whizh We bave
spoken ubove. Thnis should be the aim,
this the end to be zealously end
prudently sought for. Nothing can be
more injarivus to the attsinment of this
end than discorl. Uvuity of spirit end har-
mooy of action are mo-t necessary, Never-
theless, since, as fr-quently happens in
things of this nature, there is not one fixed
and determined, but various ways of
arriving at tha end which is propored and
which should be obtaned, it follhws that
there msy be various opinious equally good
and advantageous. Wheretore let each and
all. be mindful of the rules or moderation,
gentleness and mutual charity ; let no one
fail in the respect that 1s due to auwother,
bat let all rerolve io fraternal unanimity,
and not without your advice, to do that
which the circumstances require, and which
appeats best to be done.

As regards especially the Catbolics of
Manitoba, We have every contidence that
with God’s help they will succeed in obtain-
ing fu!l satisfaction. This hope is fonaded,
in the first place, on the rightevusness of
their cause ; next, on the sense of juatice
aud prudence of the men at the head of the
Government, and finally on the goodwill of
all upright men in Canada. In the meau-
time, ont.l they are able to obtain their full
rights, let them uot refusc partial satisfac-
tion, If, therefors, anything is granted by
law, or custom, or the good will of meu,
which will render the evil more tolsrable
and the dangers more remote, it is expedient
and usefui to make use of such concess ons,
and to derive therefrom as much beneiit and
advantage as possible. Where, however,
no remedy can be found for the evil, We
exhort and beseech that it be provided
against by the liberality and muoificencs of
their coutributions ; for n) one cao do any-
thing more salutary for himeelf, or more
conducive to the prosperity of his conatry,
than to contribute, according to his means,
to the maiatenance of these schools.

There is another point which sppears to
your vommon solicitude, namely, that by
your authority, and with the assistance of
those who direct educ.tinal institations,
an accurate and suitable curriculum ot
studies be established, and that it b es-
pecially provided that no shall be
permitted to teach who is not amply
endowed with all the necessary qualities,
uatural and acqu red; for it is enly rigne
that Csthelic schools should be able to com-
pete in learning culwre and scholar: hip,
with the best in the country, As concerns
intellectual oulture, and the progress of
civilization, one can only recogo za as praiee-
worthy and voble the desire of the Provinces
of Cauada to develop public instruction, and
to raise its standard more and more, in
order that it may daily become higher and
more perfect. Now, there ia no kiud of
knowledge, no perfection of learning, which
cannot be fully harmonized with Cavbolic
doctrine,

Especially Catholics who are writsrs on
the daily press can do wuch towards ex-
plaming  and defending what we have
already said. Let them, thercfore, be mind-
tul of thewr duty. Let them sacrediy and
courageously upholl what is true, what is
right, what is useful to the Christiau re.
ligion aud the state ; let them de.t, how-
ever, in & decoroue manaoer, Let,them avoid
persoualities 1 let them uwever overstep the
bounds of moderation. Lsc them respect
aod religiously take heed to the authority
of the Bishops sud all legitimate authonity,
Tue greater the difficulties of the tune and
the more imminent the danger of disseasion,
the more etudiously should they endeavos
to promote unity of thought aod actiou,
without which there is little or oo hope that
that which we a | desire will be bt uued,
