The Raitlway Question and Hin. Mr.
Blair s Resignation.

We publish in this number of the
ADVANCE the conciusion of the debate
in the House of Commons on the
subject of Hon. A. G. Blair’s resigna-
tion as Minister of Railways. 'The
proposition of the Premier, in the
matter of bailding a second transcon-
tinental railway, as developed by the
discussion of the resignation, while it
does not, perhaps, disclose the whole
schems as it will be presented to Parlia-
ment is, however, sufficiently set forth
to justify the statement that it ought
not to be entertained. It is conceded
that the Intercolonial Railway should
be extended to the wheat-producing
areas of Canada without delay and,
ultimately, to the Pacific; but the
proposal to build a new line, practically
with government money, and then to
pass it out of government hands and
government control . into those of a
private company,seems like the suicidal
bartering away of a great public fran-
chise of the people and substantially
perpetuating the freight rate monopoly,
the burden of which has retarded the
development of our Western country
and been a potent source of discourage-
ment to ita people as well as a repelling
element against prospective settlers.

It is not the time, now, to discuss
the proposal for building a second all-
Canadian line between Quebec and the
Maritime Provinces, because the whole

When it is
built it should be as a goveranment line,
should run, not to Moncton, but St.
John, direct, and be owned and operated
by the government or under govern-
ment auspices—preferably by commis-
sion.

Those who
say thas the people of New Brunswick,
and especiaily those of them who claim
to be Liberals, are in favor of the gov-
erument scheme as so far disclosed, have
not correctly gauged the true state of
New Brunswick public feeling on the
subject.

Surveyor Geueral Dunn has given
nutice to licensees of crown timber lands
and other interesied that he will on
Augnst 5th hold a conference of lumber-
men and others at Fredericton for the
purpose of considering the advisabulity of
‘mcreuing the stampage on crown timber
lands during the present season.

The system of impounding spawn
lobsters, which has been experimented
on by the fisheries department this,
season, promises to tura out very satis-
factorily. The spawn lobsters to the
number of over 50,000 have been secured
ia a large enclosure off the cosst of Cape
Breton, and have been collected from
Richmond, Cape Breton and Vistoiia
counties. When the cluse season opens
on Aungnust 1, these impounded lobsters
will be scattered throvgaout the coast
where they will breed. It is
expected that the enormous quantity of
spawn thus distributed will be of the
greatest benefit to the lobs'er fishing
industry. Already some 24,000 of these
«pawn lobsters have been distributed in
this way.

Sunday Laws.

The decision of the judicial committee
of the Privy Council in regard to the
Oatario *‘Lord’s Day Profanation Act,”
published in the Lonlon Times of July
15, declares that the whols act is invalid.
The railway compani:s had rawised ques-
tions as to whetner or not certain sectious
of the act were invalid, as these in e
fered with corporate rights conterred by
the Parliament of the Dominion. But
the effect of the Privy Council’s decision
is that while the provincial legislatures
have the right to constitute courts of
criminal jurisdiction, they have not the
right to enict criminal law, for “he
criminal law iu its widest sense” is
reserved by the constitution for the
Dowminion Patliament. Apparenily the
effect of this decision isto declare invalid
and unconstitutional not only the Suniay
laws in all the provinces which make cer-
tain acts committed on the Sabbath
criminal, but also all provincial laws
which create punishable offsnces. The
decision is, seemingly, sweeping and far-
reaching 1 its sffects.—Globe.

The London Timber Trades Journal of
18th inst. in its Liverporl notessays :

This, they allege, is due to high
prices for timber, deals, &c., which their
buyers cannot face. This is simply the
eame cld, old story. Buyers, having for
years become accustomed to a low range of

Becau:e he bought spruce deals some years
ago on & basis of about £5 104, to £6 per
standard, he is always to look upon theee
as the vormal value. He closes his eyes—
we might almost say wiifully—to a.l the
changed conditions that maik the differ-
ence between then and now, or else it is
the travelle’s fault in not baving edvcated
his customers to the Lew positien. Limits
for cutiing in the foretts are now much
dearer, wages are higher, and provisions
to supply the loggirg camps in winter sre
far above those ruling some few years ago.
All 1heee factors acd to the cost f pro-
duction, snd naturaily shipjers want the
equivalent to cover all theee increased
experses. Probably the casemaker is one
of those who give the trave!ler the hump
mare than any class cr dealer in sproce.
In many cases he has taken his coutracts
upon a Jast yoar’s basis without having
the pradence t» cover himself agaiust a
rise. Inthewholesule or cargo trade we
are having s -steady rise, and the most
recent transaciion has been at £7 18s. 9d.
c. i. f. for a cargo to the West Coast of
England. This is an indication of the
uvpward tendency of the market in spruce,
and from wh:t we learn the position is in
future to be more upwards than down-
wards. The sooner buyers up the country
realise the position of the market the
safer they will fitd themselves. We may

Oftice of the Minister of Railways
Canals, Ottaws, Oat., July 13, 1903.

My Dear Sir Wilfrid,—As I had not
delivered to you my letter of the 10ch
instaot on that day, ewing to your request
that I should defer action for a day or two
to enuble you to thivk matters over suill
further, I have though: that I might supple-
ment that commuoication and suggest meaus
whereby a common understanding on the
railway question comld yet be arrived at
between my colieagues and myself.

Let me state oar position -on the main
question: My decided preference for a
governmeot-owned railway across the eon-
tinent, and my chief reason for favering it is
that it will nave an equalizing and regulating
effect upon all other 1ailways throaghoat the
western territory. In this view I am
practically alooe, and therefore I admit at
once that this proposition must be laid aside,
but the cabinet has decided that the govern
ment ehell build bhalf way across the
continent, as a government road, namely,
between Quebec and Winuipeg, and wheu
bailt ehall lease the same to the Grand
Truok Pacitic, snd as to the other half it
has been determined, as I understand, that
liberal government aid shall be given to the
same company to build and thereafter to
own to the coast.

To this mode of solving the railway
problem I am decidedly opposed. Av best
it is & hybcid scheme, involving the com
promiee of two antagonistic principles, and
will be followed, as is usual with compro-
mises of that kiud, by unsatisfactory
results. It will be difficult to explain why
the government should build the lean section
of this reilway, and provide a company with
goveromeant credit to enable it to build and
operate the fat section, Itis attempted to
justify the eastern propusition from Quebec
vo Winnipeg on the ground that a greac rail-
way highway will thue be assured, open to
aoy and all of the western railways to
connect with and who might take theit
, trains independently over this common
highway from their connecting point to the
St. Lawrence I will not elaburate again my
objections to this plan. It 1s wholly
impracticable that this line could be so used
by different railway compames. There
must be some authorized body to work, not
the trains, but the freight cars of the
different 1ailwaysand generally to look after
andJ opsrate the line. The necessity of this
is what I presume has led my culleagues to
decide that they will lease this section to
the Grand Truok Pacitic, and 1t is proposed
to assure the public that a contract cau be
made with the Grand Truok Pacitic so bind-
ing as to enable those different railway
companies to exercise what are called
‘tunping rights’ from and to Qusbec and
Winnipeg. This is equally impracticable ia
my opinion, or nearly so. The Grand Trunk
Pacitic wili employ the men who will handle
the traffic.

MR BLAIR CONTINUES.

Resuming, Mr. Blair said :—

I have about concluded all that I have
tosay upon this occasion. I acquit the
right honorable gentleman of any inten-
tion or disposition to offer a discourtesy
upon this occasion to me. I realize that
it would be foreign to his natare and
disposit on to offer intentional discourtesy
toany one. But ]l am bound to say that
there may be occasioas when, uninten-
tionally, perhaps, the same result follows
as though it had been designed. I have
not, however, allowed myself, in consider-
ation of this question of the rssigna-ion,
to be influenced by any other thought
than as to whether o: not the propusals
in themselves which my right honorable
friend had decided to make to parliament,
were such as were entitled to my support.

‘I have decided according to the best
lights I possess, I do feel that when Sir
Wilfrid said I had made a g eat mistake
“‘towards myself, towards my friends,
towards my colleagues, and towards my
country,” that he is speaking the honest
conviction of his mind.

‘But if [ am capable of exercising any
judgment on a matter of this kind [ am
bouud to say that I caunot agree with
him. Iam bound to say that I could
not have come to this parliament and,
with what little knowledge and experience
I have had of the railway question,
deliberately and calmly advised this
parliament and this country, :hat this
scheme was one which mer.ted acceptance
and approval, and have been doing 1ay
du'y tu myself. I should not have been
doing my du'y to the party with which I
am allied.

‘It is my pl.in and simple course to let
it be known at the earliest possible
moment how strongly I felt,as a respon-
s ble minister of the Crown, with respect
to this important question.

‘My strong conviction is that this
country cannot adopt and carry into oper-
ation the policy which the Premier and
the governmeut have decided npon.”

The ex-minister resumed his seat
amidst Oppos:t on applauss;” which was
joined in by a few on the Liberal side.

MR. BORDEN FOLLOWS,

The lsader of the opposition, who fol-
lawed Mc. Blair, said : “‘I think it is enly
right, in view of the announcement which
has been made, to state from this side of
the House tnac while we have on many
occasious epposed Mr. Blair as strenuously
as we were able to do, no personal feeling
has entered into eur personal conflicts
either on ‘his side or on ours. While we
have not seen eye to eye with him on
many quest:ons, still every one on this
side of the House has recognized to the
fullest extant the very great ability which
he has brought to the ditcharge of his
public doties, the very great experience
which he has acquired in public life, and
especially tae enormous industry he has
displayed on all occasions in the discharge
of his public duties as a miunister of this
government. Indeed, I know that I am
voicing thie opinions of both sides of the
House when Isay that many of us have
been sucprised during the past five or six
years that he has been able to endure the
enormous amount of work cast upon his
shouldwrs particularly during the sessions
of parliament.

Ido not propose to discuss the very
vague information given to the House
regarding the government’s -1ailway
policy. A full opportunity for that will
be afforded when the policy is itseif laid
befo.e the House. But I may eay in
passing that no one can fail to 1ecognize
the great responsibility which this govern-
ment has tiken upon itself when we realise
even from the vague and general state-
ment made by the Prime Minister the
extran:dinary character of the proposal
which will be announced to ths House
bsfore the end of the session,

It was five months since the govern-
meut promised the appointment of a
transportaiion commission ; yet that body
80 far has not held a sitting. How long
did the Prime Minister expect to keep
the House and country in igrorance of
the proposed policy upon which Mr. Blair
had separated from his colleagues? This
should be made at once
and the House should be informed
whether there was to be any cabinet
reconstruction consequent on Mr. Blair's
retirement.

Pope Lso XIII Lald at Rest.

Reme, July 25.—The body of Pope Leo
was interred in St. Peter’s to-night. At
sundown the most important and solemn of
all the obeequies took place. About 1,000
persons had received invitations to attend
the ceremonies. The cardinals, who met
earlier in the Vatican, entered the chapel,
Cardinal Oreglia holding the keys of com-
mand, Cardinal Rampolla, an arch priess
of the Basilica, was waiting outside the
gates, in violet robes, surrounded by the
chapter of the cathedral, which was led by
Mgr. Koppetelli, who conducted the services.
Doctors Lapponi and Mezzoni directed the
work of the removal of the bier, which was
executed by eight sediari, or Pope’s carriers.
They at first tried to 1aise the bier, but
fiuding it too heavy, they slid it on to & low
car with noiveless wheels, Then to the
strains of the ‘‘Miserere” the procession
carrying candles and torches, left the chapel
and went to the church, passing the bronze
statue and beyond the shrine of St. Peter.

Those gathered fell to their knces. After
slow progress sround the church, the cortege
arrived at the chapel choir, the bier being
a0 carried that the dead Pope entered head
first, according to the ceremonial. Here all
those who had received invitations were
stopped, remsiuingin the main part of the
Bauilica behind a double line of the Swiss
guards,

In the chapel the music changed to notes
of joy and triumph and *‘In Paradisum”
was rendered with teliing ¢ffsct. From the
outside, the five bells of St. Peter’s rang
their accustomed salute to the coming might,
mingled harmoniocusly with the music of th e
choir.

The scene in the chapel was most effec-
tive. The bier beaiing the body of the
pontiff was received by Cardinal Oreglia.
It was placed in the centre, backed by an
altar with a beautiful image of the Madonuna
before which were burning four immense
candles. Around the two sides of the chapel,
in the choir seats, were thirty-six cardipals.
The body was sprinkled with holy water,
sbsolution was given, and the foot of Leo
XIII was kissed for the last time by Major
Domo Saigano, master of the chamber
gielotts, and Count Camillo Pecci.

Tne major-dome then covered the vener-
able features aud hands with a white siik
veil bordered witb gold. Over this the
prefect of ceremooies spread a large silk veil,
which covered the whole person. Fire was
lighted in a brasier and blown by a bellows,
the sparks rising almost to the ceiiing,
while Mgr. Bartolina read for about twenty
minutes the oratorio or brevis, eulogizing
the dead Pontiff and Notary Poponi, eighty-
four years old, read out the burial record.

The monsigoors of the Basilica, aided by
the noble guard, then laid all that wae
mortal of Leo XIII in a cypress coffin, lined
with red satin and beariug on the cever an
inlaid cross, the entire sacred college and
Prince Coloona rising to their fect as a last
tribute and sign of respect. The majir-
domo put beside the body two silk purses
containing coins of silver and a bronze medal
struck during Leo’s pontificate. A eulogy
written in magnificent Latio and secting |
forth the great events of Pope Leo’s lifs and |
reiga, and enclosed in & metal tube, was also |
interred with the body.

When all had been arranged, the supreme

The second coffin was of lead, and very
heavy. Oa the cover at the head was &
orose, just below which was a skull and cross
boues, while below were the arms of the
late Pope, with the triple crown, but with-
out the colora, as they signify living suthor-
ity. At the bottom was a plate bearing the
following inscription :

Corpus Lesni P. M. vixit an XCIII
M. IV. D. XVI[ eccles univers prefuit an
XXV mensis 5 obiit die XX Julii an
MCMIIL

This coffin was sealed personally with the
arms of the cameriengo. The majority of
the chapter of the Basilica lighted a brasier
which was ased in soldering the coffio.
These coffine were then enclosed in a third
casket of polished walout without
coration. When the last momeut came
the heavy coffin, weighing in all 1,322
pounds, was rolled out of the chapel,
preceded by mace bearers and choir singiag
as they went and followed by all the cardin-
als. Pulleys were attached to the coffin,
and soon to the strains of the ‘Benedic-
tus Dominus Deus Israel,” it was hoisted
to the stone sarcophagus above the
door, where it will remain until the grateful
cardinals created by the late Pontiff shall
erect a suitable tomb in the Basilica of St:
John Lateran, which was chosen by the
Pope himself as his final resting place.

Thus was Pope Leo consigned to his long
rest.

Mousignor Farabulini, the famouns Latin
scholar, being unable to accept the tusk of
writing the oratorio brevis, or later eulogy
upon the Pope, the congregation of Cardinals
selected Father de Aongels, a Jesuit, to
unaertake that duty.

At the sixth meeting of the Congregation
of Cardinals held to-day, forty-tive Cardinals
were present. Cardioal Della Volpe, voicing
also the opinions of some of his colleagues,
criticised the ceremonies in counection with
the interment of Leo’ XIII last night and
complained generally of the lack of order.
Cardinal Oreglia replied that he had already
noticed this and thet he would punish those
who were responsible.
