George F.H. Buerhaus, mnager of 
the Welcome Soap Company, when 
asked by a representative of The Sun 
yesterday for information concerning 
the sale of the soap market in New­
foundland, said that English commer­
cial houses controlled the bulk of the 
trade at the present times, the Cana­
dian firms not cultivating the market 
to any great extent as they had found 
it mere convenient to turn their at­
tention to other markets. Mr. Buer­
haus stated also that the English firms 
sent their travellers to Newfoundland 
and from that island to the West Indies 
covering both markets with the same 
men. The Canadian soap manufac­
turers on the other hand had no di­
rect representation in Newfoundland 
and were content to hold the trade 
they had.

“Of course it is possible,” said Mr. 
Bueihaus, “to work up trade in New­
foundland if the Canadian firms should 
decide so to do. That was done in 
Prince Edward Island where the Sur­
prise Soap Company and the Welcome 
Soap Company divide the business 
now.
have to compete with the English 
houses and as the tariff gives us no 
advantage we would have only that 
afforded by the shorter distance from 
the market and that advantage is not 
very great.”

As far ag the shingle export business 
is concerned it is not thought St. John 
will be much affected by the changes 
in the Newfoundland tariff as the mills 
in this vicinity do not export shingles 
to that colony.
