The
same can be ssid of other positions held
under our form of government and yet
there is not s true Canadian liviog who
would support the doing away with these
80 called useless cflices. To do away with
them would be taking away the very found
ation upon which our national construction
is based.
Those who support the theory that a
government house is not needed, look at
the question from a very small standpoint
and not from a bread, national and patrio-
tic one. There is no better form of gov-
ernment to be found anywhere in the
world, than that which exists in Canada
today. It is not pertection, but it is as
near perfection as has yet been reached. It
has been well planned and each plank in
its construction is required. The selection
of governors for each of our Provinces is
necessary, not on the ground ot governor’s
practical utility, but on the ground that
their positions are needful in the making
up of the one great fabric.

A Governor’s qualification for the high of-
fice,outside of being able to write his name
is the qualification of being cspable of up-
holding the dignity of his office,to entertain
to be present at all great tunctions and in
general to be & worthy representative of
the Sovereign. These are the qualifica-
tions for which he is psid his bandsome
salary and it is his chief business to see
that he carries out the duties appertaining
to the position. This being the case the
province should see to it that the chief
executiveis supplied with all the neces-
sary adjuncts with which to fill his office
with dignity and reflect credit on the
people. One of these most necessary ad-
juicts, many think, is the maintenance ot &
government house. It & governor-general
or a son of the King should visit
us, it should not be the case that
we should have to go about seck-
ing for private residences or hotels in
which to house them, or require that a
governor if he should happen to live st a

place like Riverside should move his resi-
dence to St John or Fredericton.

Looked at in this light it cannot be said
that the keeping up of a government house
is & useless ubnecessary expenditure. If
it is then,the upholding of the dignity of
the governor is useless and unnecessary,
and 1if so then the sooner there is no gov-
ernor the better, and if you are going to
take away the governors then you do away
with one of the bulwarks of our constitu-
tion and taking away one the whole house
