His French treaty was a comedy of errors
even before it produced the threat of retaliation from
Washington. When we bought escape from retaliation
by giving intermediate tariff terms on United States
products double in value our total export to France, the
French treaty incident had been to a still
greater absurdity Having accomplished these things
the best service Mr. Fielding could render to Canada in
the way of foreign diplomacy was to postpone, and the
more he postpones the greater will be his service,

It is polite and convenient for the Canadian ministers
to say that they will be too busy to take up negotiations
until the summer is over But the time has been when
no other business would take precedence of this, and it
was given out on the occasion of the recent surrender
that the negotiations would begin when parliament pro-
rogued.

HAZEN'S SPEECH.
Mr., Hazen’s address at the Boston banquet has led
to some of the situation by the
press of the United States. The Boston Transcript re-
fers to the address as a speech of exceptional strength,

“When Governor Draper hurried away from the In-
tercolonial Club dinner last night in order to attend the
prorogation dinner of the Legislature, he remarked joc-
ularly on the wealth of Democratic talent which Presi-
dent Mcleod had gathered about the platform, includ-
ing Messrs, Whitney, Hamlin, Vahey, Quiney and Fitz-
gerald, and expressed regret that he could not stay to
heédr some ‘good Democratic doctrine.’ He was more
satrical than he realized. Only a few minutes passed
before J. Donglas Hazen, K. C., Premier of New Bruns-
wick, in a speech of exceptional strength, explained that
while Canada had in the past wanted the freeest possible
treaty relations with the United States, any attempt in
that direction must now be considered in the light of
greatly changed conditions. And these he set forth
in & way which the Whitney-Foss propagandists could
hardly welcome.

“The protection sentiment has become so strong in
Canada, Mr. Hazen declared, that no party there would
now dare to falter in its support. Any reciprocity that
might be undertaken with the United States must be

dian reciprocity is something to talk about, but that is
in the present stage about all. Had the United States
met the Canadians fairly thirty years ago we might
today be well on the way toward a North ' American
zollverein, the advantages of which would apparently
have been very great, and particularly to Boston, which
would thereby have become the entrepot of all eastern
Canada; but as a nation strongly committed to the pro-
tective idea, we cannot blame the Canadians for having
taken a leaf from our book?

“Our industries originally demanded protection
against the more powerful ones of the Old World, and
on the same theory the Canadian manufacturers ask to
be agaiust the more fully developed industries
on this side of the line. It is the apparent purpose of
Canada to maintain that protection, to develop the coun-
try in a homogeneous way, and in particular reference to
its place in the great Empire, If the Democratic cam-
paign orators here t ou talking Canadian reciprocity,
it will be well for them to hunt up some concrete evi-
dence in contravention of this significant speech.”
