Germans Were Lucky.
“On the return Journey we saw dix 

enemy airmen still above out train, 
but we lucky, aa they had thrown all 
theftr bomba at the station.

“When we returned to Spa at noon 
of Nov. 4, we ware informed that we 
should leave that evening for Berlin. 
Our joy wm great, but things turn 
ed out differently 
not oomplied with 
general bt&ff to retivu from Spa as 
quickly as possible, as his -presence oc­
casioned- fears of the worst, bat he 
took up hto quarters at VdBatooneuee, 
5*ere he previously had lived.

“I had to contend with all eorte pf 
things because the courtere who 
should have brought new fresh pro­
visions. meat, game, vegetables, etc., 
from Berlin, had not arrived. What 
was I tc do? I told a court official 
he must see that the necessary pro­
visions were obtained, 
done tc a limited extent

"On Saturday, November 9, at six 
p. m., we received news that the train 
of the Kaiser was coming down, and 
that he, with all his suite, would re­
main in the, train. What did that mean, 
we asked ourselves. After some re 
flection, we arrived at the right con 
elusion—flight. About ten o’clock,*1 
when the Kaiser had left the restaur­
ant car,
travelling breakfast ready at 8 o’clock 
the following morning, the tenth, foi 
the Kaiser and six gentlemen of his 
suite, and! about eight members of his 
travelling service, 
first breakfast must be ready at half­
past four. At five o'clock the motors 
for the further Journey (the flight Into 
Holland) would be ready.

The KalseKs Flight.
"Thus it happened. The Kaiser left 

the train at five o’clock in the morning, 
ana tied in a motor acres» the Dutch 
front We followed In the train, reach­
ing Eysden at ten o’clock. Scarcely 
had the train stopped when we heard 
people in the factory situated opposite 
the train, asking the mocking question 
whether we wanted to go to Paris, and 
if so, we must take the opposite di­
rection.

"On Monday, the eleventh, at nine 
o’clock In the morning, we left Bys- 
den for Maarn, via Maastricht Our 
experiences on this Journey were sim­
ply indescribable. Every single sta­
tion we passed swarmed like an ant 
heap with people endeavoring to sur­
pass each other in howling, hissing, 
kelding up their hands, showing their 
tongues and spitting. We reached the 
Maarln station at three In the after­
noon. the Kaiser being received by 
Count Bentinck, of Amerongen, 
whose guest he now was interned.

"The Kaiser seems to feel comfort­
able there, tor he rides and tours in 
his motor car, and is entirely at home, 
inueed the gamekeeper told us the 
only thing that is lacking in the 
count’s castle is dancing.

“Our train was now shunted on a 
siding,, but some gentlemen of the 
suite remained until four o'clock. We 
were informed that these gentlemen 
would reside In the count's castle 
and as all now alighted, we thoughf 
we were tolerably safe.
