Rio de Janeiro, March 29.—Neither
the Brazillan Government nor the
Brazillan people take kindly to the
suggestion that Brazil take over the
overflow population of Japan. The
Brazjlians do not want the Japanese
they already have In their midst and
they are opposed to any effort to en-
courage any more Japanese to emi-
grate to Brazil. The suggestion that
Brazil absorb Japan’s excess popula-
tion was made by Lord Sydemham in
an interview iIm London, rfblished in
The Christian Science Monitor for
Nov. 4 of last year, it being intimated
that the turning of the flow of Japan-
ese emigrants to Brazil would put an
end to any questions or dissensiong
that might exist in the United States
or Australia .

A study of the Brazillan viewpoint
by The Christian Selence Monitor cor-
respondent makes, it clear that Lord
Sydenham, in making the suggestion,
did not take Into consideration the
feelings of the Brazilians in the matter
and it would appeat; that he had not
even investigated t8 find out if they
would care to have the much discussed
excess population of Japan poured into
their country.

The State of Sao Paulo has wel
comed the Japanese more cordially
than eny of the other states because
Sao Paulo always needs thousands of
Jaborers. Sao Paulo has paid the
passage of Japanese agricultural labor-
ers who came to Brazil to work in the
fields and paid bounties to immigra-
tion companies which introduced these
laborers. But pow, after 13 or 14
years’ experience with the Japanese,
the state government of Seo Paulo has
refused to extend existing contracts or
make new ones and has notified Jap-
anése interests and colanization com-
panjes that in the fu it will pay
no subsidies or bounties for Japanese
immigrants.

This action was takon the first of
the year and was entirely unexpected,
a8 new contracts for Japanes® immi-
grants had been made as recently as
a year ago. AlMhough the state, in the
official communications to the Japa-
nese legation, has coanfined itself to a
statement that this action has been
taken because the Japanese have not
proved to be satisfactory laborers on
the fazendas, it is said in political
circles here and in Sao Paulo that
the real reason for the action lies In
the fact that authorities of Sao Paulo
belleve one of the big Japanese col-
onifes In the southern part of the state
has reached smch proportions as to
constitute a political menace.

Objections Stated.

But aside from any political signffi-
cance, the people of Sao Paulo are
much opposed to the further
tion of Japanese laborers. They main-
tain that the Japanese lower the al-
ready low standard of Hving in the
agricultural regions and make it dimi.
cult for Brazilians and farmers of
other nationalities to make a living out
of their farm produce because the
Japanese live so much more economi-
cally that they undersell all others.
Another complaint is that the Japa-

nese cahnot be absorbed. inio the na-

tional life, either soclally or economi-
cally, that they will not associate with
people of the white race, that they
work hard to obtain a maximum pro-
duction out of their land, spend almost
nothing in the country, but send all
their earnings back to Japan as rap-
idly as they receive payment for their
products.

There are now about 36,000 Japa-
nese in the State of Sao Paulo, 3,000
of whom are located on a Japanese
colony that is owned by the same Japa-
nese development company thdt owns
the big cocaine plantation in Peru.
In ﬁve years this company has spent
millions of yen in establishing a pros-
perous commercial and agricultural |
settlement on land that formerly was:
a swamp and forest,and the activities
in this colony, especially in buying
additional land and building roads and
railways toward the seacoast near a
piace called Cananea, has led the peo-
ple and government of Sao Paulo to
the belief that the company has more
interest in building a political foot-
stool for Japan in Brazil than st has
in establishing an agricultural settle-
ment, which was the inducement held
out to the state government when rep
resentatives of the company weer
seeking thé concession.

Brazil Polite But Firm.

It is known in Rio de Janeiro that
the federal Government is well in-
formed of the real reasons why the
State of Sao Paulo has taken this sud-
den step to discourage the immigra-
tion of Japagese, and it is said in gov-
ernment circles that the action of the
state and the reasons given for it has
made even stronger the determination
of the federal Government not to wel-
come the Japanese, although men
who have discussed the question ex-
press the hope that the Government
wiil not find itself in a position where
it might have to make & formal declar
ation on the question.
