This Time His Wife Will Stay at Home, an
Heir Demanding Her Care.

"Washington, D. C., Sept. 7—Not a whit
less brave than when dhe accompanied
her husband on his fast trip in search of
tihe morth pole, Mis. Robert E. Peary will

'next time remain at her home in ‘Wasih-

ington anxiously awaiting word from tihe
expedition, in which ghe has as much con-
fidence as her husband. The decision was
one.of mecessity. Another heir has just
arrived in the Peary home which needs
the attention of a brave mother.

Commander Peary lhas begum prepars-
tions for his polar expedition, which he
hopes to get under way by nekt July. For
the present he will direct these prepara-
tions from his office in the bureau of yards
and dodks, where he is on duty as a civil
engineer. (Commander Peary is earnest in
this conviction that he can succeed in reach-
ing the pole. His plan of operations is al-
ready prepared, and. there remains the se-
lection of his party, the contracting for the
ghip which will carry bim north, and the
obtaining of the remainder of the $150,000
'which he estimates will cover the expefises
of the expedition.

reaching the pole.
