PRIEST vs. SENATOR.

The Church Triumphant.

Before Sheriff Harding and a Special 
Jury, a case came up at the Court House 
yesterday afternoon, in which the Morris 
property, in the Parish of Lancaster, was 
involved, and the Rev. Mr. McGuirk and 
the Hon. James Dever the contestants.

The facts of the case are these Some 
few years ago, daring the life time of the 
late Hugh Morris, he gave a bill of sale to 
aman named Morrison, a spar manufac­
turer, for a thousand dollars worth of his 
personal property, on his farm in the Par­
ish of Lancaster. Morris, at the time, was 
involved, and Morrison did not put the 
bill into effect at the time. The real estate 
of Morris, about the same time, was sold 
to the Rev. Mr. McGuirk, a brother-in-law 
of his. Morris has all the time remained 
in possession of the property. The trus­
tees of B. Lingley’s estate, to which Morris 
was indebted, in endeavoring to collect the 
debt, were estopped by the bill of sale held 
by Hamilton, and they were convinced that 
it was a bonafi.de one.

But the Hon. James Dever who is also 
a brother-in law of Morris, claims that 
Morris owed him something like $1200, fa. 
and he did not think the claim of Hamil­
ton was valid, but in the meantime while 
Dever had been instituting preliminary 
legal proceedings Father McGuirk lirard 
of this bill of sale, and purchased it from 
Hamilton for $700. In order to test its 
validity, Dover indemnified E. McLeod, 
Esq., official assignee, and threw the Mor­
ris estate into the Bankrupt Court. C.
W. Weldon, Esq. appearedfor the assignee 
and A. L. Palmer, for Rev. Mr. McGuirk. 
Thejury heard all the evidence with refer­
ence to Hamilton receiving the bill ofsale, 
and its validity being acknowledged by Ling 
ley’s trustees,also of its purchase by Father 
McGuirk,and the various monies advanced 
by him for the benefit of his sister Mrs. 
Morris, on the real estate of Morris. Mr. 
Weldon made some disparaging allusions 
to Morrison in the course of his evidence 
which aroused that gentleman’s angry pas­
sions and he made a rush at the learned 
Counsel, but the Sheriff stepped between 
them, and prevented him inflicting any 
damage. Mr. Weldon made a lengthy 
speech in which he endeavored to convey 
the impression that Morrison’s bill of sale 
was not a valid one. Mr. McGuirk assured 
the Jury through Mr. Palmer that he was W" 
prepared to pay every honest claim against 
the estate of Morris. The Jury after giving 
the case every consideration decided in fa­
vor of Mr. McGuirk’s claim. *

— It is well known that the statistics 
published by the French government in re­
gard to the fisheries of the country are 
very detailed and extremely accurate, in 
this respect far exceeding thoso of any 
other nation. Both the English and Ame­
ricans are very much behind them in this 
matter, rendering it extremely difficult to 
obtain the necessary data forjudging of the 
actual importance and absolute value ol 
the trade carried on in this connection. In 
a recent number of the Revue Maritime el 
Coloniale we find a report of the maritime 
fisheries of the French for 1870, from which 
we learn that about 12,000 men were en­
gaged in the cod-fishcries during the year, 
of whom 7000 were in the waters of New 
foundland and 5000 fn thoso of Iceland. 
The shore fisheries employed over 57,000 
men and 31,000 women and children, mak­
ing the total number of persons occupied 
101,594. During the same period 188 ves­
sels were employed in the Newfoundland 
fisheries, and 299 in those of Iceland, while 
the shore fisheries required 17,110, ora 
total of 17,597. The tonnage ol the ves­
sels engaged in the cod-fisheries amounted 
to about 56,000 tons, and that of all of them 
together to 150,127 tons, These figures 
exhibit a slight reduction from those of 
1869, due, of course, to the disturbance ol 
popular industries caused by the Franco- 
German war. The total value of the pro­
ducts of t ie sea for 1870 was estimated at 
about $12,000,000.

— Mr. Bass, the great English brewer, 
whose pale ale runs down the throats of 
fifty millions of people, recently told the 
Chancellor of the Exchequer, when tl e 
brewers’ deputation waited upon him, that 
he (Bass) paid to the government $450,00J 
a year in the shape of brewer’s license, for 
which he got not one penny back. Upon 
this the London Morning News sharply 
comments as follows: •* When we find a 
Buxton dying under fifty and leaving per­
sonalty alone (besides large estates) to the 
extent of $1,250,000, and when we find a 
Bass a millionaire, albeit he give away to 
the Chancellor of the Exchequer $450,000 
a year, the public will hardly be brought to 
believe that the condition of the brewer is 
very hard.”

— There was much festivity at Cavers 
wall on the occasion of the return home ol 
Mr. and Mrs. Radcliffe and Lady Doughty, 
after the close of the great Tichborne case. 
At the entrance to Caverswall Castle, the 
seat of Mr. Radcliffe, there were triumphal 
arches, the village bells rang meirily, there 
was processioning, dining, general festivi 
ties, and a display of fireworks. The pub­
lic is prone to consider that the huge cost 
of the Tichborne trial goes intact into the 
pockets of the lawyers. As far as counsel 
are concerned, it is believed the fees paid 
by the defence constitute somewhat less 
than one-fifth of the expenditure. The 
Attorney-General received £0,003, Mr. 
Hawkins, Q. C., rather more than £5,000, 
and so on in proport ioi.

— Dr. Hartwell Carver, of Pittsford, New 
York, was thirty years ago an enthusiast 
about a railway to the Pacific, and long 
devoted bis energies exclusively to that 
project. Feeling that others reaped the 
harvest of his sowing, he has erected in 
Mount Hope Cemetery, Rochester, in ad 
vance of his death, a monument, costing 
$8,500, setting forth that Dr. Carver is 
descended from John Carver, who came 
over in the Mayflower in 1620 ; that he was 
the father of the Pacific Railroad ; that he 
spent years in endeavoring to impress upon 
the minds of his countrymen the possibility 
of the accomplishment of that great work ; 
and that he lived to see his scheme adopted 
and practically carried out.

— Not long since the measles broke out 
among the Utc Indians, who are of the 
mountain tribes of Utah, Colorado, and 
Northern Mexico. The papooses died,and 
the medicine man was in demand. Incin 
tations and drum-beating did not mitigate 
the disease, and finally the chief of the 
tribe demanded of the Indian doctor why 
ho did not stop it. In vain the poor fellow 
attributed it to the dissatisfaction of the 
Great Spirit at some irregularities of the 
Utes ; in vain he redoubled his incantations 
and monkey dances : the papooses still died 
rapidly. At last thechiefs‘‘heldasmoke," 
and concluded that the medicine man was 
no good, and at sunrise one fine morning 
they led him out just back of the campinsr 
ground and shot him.

— Reports indicate that Chicago is being 
rebuilt with unwise and unsafe haste. 
Energy and enthusiasm are invaluable 
qualities, but there is a haste which is 
** waste.” Buildings should be.stable and 
fire-proof as lar as possible.

It was Hon. Mr. Peters,Congressman from 
Maine, a friend of President Grant’s Ad­
ministration , who is the author of the mov•> 
ment in Congress to abandon the claim for 
“ indirect damages.” The resolution is to 
the effect that in the opinion of the House 
the claims for indirect damages should be 
considered to be waived, and that the clain s 
for such damages are incompatible with 
the terms and provisions of the treaty, and 
that tbe propositions contended for in res 
pect to the obligations of neutrals are up 
sound and incompatible with American 
precedent and tbe genius of American in 
stitutions. If this resolution is reported 
and passed, the position of the treaty will 
be, of course, materially changed.

First Trip of the Season.
The “ City of St. John” which leit here 

for St. Andrews and Stephen on Saturday 
got up the river easily, the ice having nlj 
run out. She arrived here yesterday after­
noon, and will leave again to morrow morn 
ing at eight o’clock. The people of St. 
George who have been accustomed to visits 
from this steamer found themselves un­
able to take advantage to any extent last 
summer of the railways owing to the want 
of a tug to connect. They thought them­
selves ill treated because the Government 
made no appropriations. This year they will 
be allowed a subsidy of $800 for any small 
steamer they put on to connect from the 
(own of St. George, to the mouth of the 
river, a distance ol four miles. Such com­
munication is badly wanted, as the only 
regular communication at present between 
St. George and the rest of tbe world is by 
stage. The large shipping and lumbering 
interests ol the place require something 
better than that.
