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Until all these claims are definitely arranged there may be more or less anxiety in
the minds of those interested, fearful that immigrants and others in taking up lands
may interfere with the rights they claim ; but with those sources of irritation removed,
and with the opening of railway communication with Manitoba, it is safe to say that a
splendid future, awaits the Prairie Province.
