FREDERICTON - The Jaeger report 
on the future of UNBSJ must be approved 
by several bodies before its implement­
ation is possible. The UNB senate, Board 
of governors and the Higher Education 
Commission must have their say before 
the recommendations are acted upon.

The chairman of the senate sub-com­
mittee, Dr. Jaeger, submitted the report 
to the Senate at its meeting on Sept. 24. 
The Senate is presently awaiting com­
ments on the report from the faculty 
councils.

If favorable reports are received from 
the faculty councils before the October 
senate meeting the report could be ap­
proved at that meeting. The Senate is to 
consider the academic aspects of the 
report.

It is the Board of Governors which 
decides if the financial requirements of 
the report can be met. The Higher edu­
cation commission must approve any 

university program or expansion.
