REGINA - About 600 students at the Regina campus of the
University of Saskatchewan demonstrated and held 4 mass meeting
to protest what they said was the increased drop-out rate on the
campus,

The students said the rate more than doubled that of last year
and stemmed from an increased work load brought by the intro-
duction of the semester system,

Professor Alwyn Berland, who later met with the students,
said he was sympathetic and would endorse the students’ idea of
a student-faculty seminar on the curriculum and semester system,
The meeting would probably be held after the holidays Dr, Berland
said.

A f{front page article in the Carillon, the campus newspaper,
said that 8.4 per cent of the student body had dropped one or more
classes by Nov. 1. The comparable figure for last year was 3.4 per
