Being Impressed with the possible service Hr. ling might render,

from his experience In matters of this kind, the President of the 

Foundation did not hosltate to discuss with him the question of his 

wlllln/^tees to go to Colorado, should It appear after conference with the 

officers of tho Company that he might bo able to render a useful service 

In this way. Thlo was snoker. of very Informally, not with any pre determined 

plan In vlow, but rather to ascertain what night bo possible if desired.

When later It was docldod that Mr. KlnéJ would talao un tho Foundation's 

work, after returning flran a transcontinental trip across Canada, it was 

thougjht bettor both by himself and members of tho Foundation Conmlttoe 

that he should not concern himself with Colorado save as a field for the 

study of conditions.

The Kuropean War brought a change in !!r. King's plans. He

abandoned the idea of going to the Canadian Test, and this caused the 

President of the Foundation to think he might bo willing to go out and 

discuss with the officers of the Company the Inauguration of the plan of 

permanent conciliation discussed at the first meeting, before formally 

taking up the Foundation's woric on October 1st as arranged. Accordingly 

the ’’resident wrote him for an outline of the plan discussed and Inquired

both of him and of the officers of the Buel Company as to the possibility 

and advisability of their having conference concerning the possible
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
