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Thé brigantine Maria Louise, Ferrier, from
Quebec ; with a general cargo bouud to this port
and consigned to various parties, got ashore out
side the bar at Richibucto during the same gale
The vessel we learn is a total wreck. The
crew of both vessels spcceeded in reaching the
shore.— Miramickhi Uleguvr.

Some facts connected with the late Back rob-
bery in Fredericton bave come fo light. It
seems that there were several persons engaged
in the robbery, and that Savage and others ar-
rested in this city were merely acting as decoys,
the real perpctators of the crime baving escaped
up the tiver, aud so on to the United States,
where tbey carried their booty, amounting, it is

said, to the enormous sum of £25,000. A liber-
ol reward was ofiered by the Bank for the ap-
prebension of ‘the robbers in the United States,
and an active American police-officer succeeded
in discovering and arresting the principal or

Tae CrimNaL CourtT.—Our Montreal
Courts of Justice are fast acquiring a very bad
nawe. The worst kind of criminals, agamnst
whom the evidence was, or might have been
perfectly conelusive, have either had the bills
ot indictment against them ignored by the grand
jury at the session just ¢ osed, or they bave been
whitewashed by a petty jury. The most obvious
and undepiable case of manslanghter, for in-
stance, has resulted in a verdict of acquittal.—
So with the most ferocious assault, with evident

»and avowed intent tomurder. Nay, actual mur-
derers bave been acquitted; and in all these
cases, be it the criminals were
Roman Catholice, nd prosecutors, judges, and
jury appeared to vie with each other in readiness
to bring them off free. The October Assizes of
criminal Courts in Montreal will, if we mistake
not; be placed by history in the same category
with the famous Corrizan murder case of Que-
bec, greatly to the damage of the reputation of
all concerned. Surcly our Roman Catholic
fellow-citizens will see before long that it isas
much for their interest as for the interest of Pro.
testants that the laws should be faithfully a nd
impartially administered.— Montreal W itness.

Toe Crog¥ or NAVIGATION.—The season
of lake and river nav gation is now nearly over.
Its close will find a greater quantity of wheat
and lumber in the Province than will be for our
bencfit. For some time past no shipments of
lumber to the United States bad been inade.
Forwarders and large dealers in Oswego and
other ¢ities, refused even to pay the freight on
lumber. Very little therefore, of this .arge item
of export is now on the move. There are few
sigrs at present of the wheat crop reaching a
market this tall. Freights being so very scarce,
those vessels that bave not already laid up will
retire to winter guarters much earlier this sea-
son than uvsval. Several sail of vessels are
now lying in our harbour stripped of every
inch of canvas. “The Kingston News says
that the American line of lake steamers bas
ceased to run and the “ New Era” of our own
through Ime bas also laid up  The “ Magnet's”
last tnp was wade on Thursday. The News
thoaght it probable that the other steamers would
soon do the same. The season wili close early
on lake Erie, for freights from the west are not
to be obtained. The writer, on Monday, passed
over the entire length of the Buflalo docks to
learn the extent of the movement in grain.—
The elevators, which at this season of the year
are usually daily unloading hundreds of cargoes
of wheat and corn, were sileat and deserted.—
Not more than fifteen or twenty echooners and
propellers were discharging? freight.  Sailing
. vessels were being prepared for winter quarters ;
and hundreds of emp!y canal boats thronged the
basins.— Port Hope Guide, Oct. 81,

ProspecTs FOR THE WINTER.—It is useless
to deny that cur prospects for the ensuing Win-
ter are in this city gloomy and unpleasant
enough. Few mechanies and laborers will be
fully employed, and these will probably work at
reduced compensation, while thousands and pro-
bably tens of thousands will be left “entirely
withont employment. But probably no such
stagnation of trade ever found these classes of
our community better or so well prepared for
the change. There has been a long cantinuance
of prospgro_us—limr.-, during which employment
has beeprabundant and i s remuneration liberal,
aod it @ y to the credit of the working
classes that very generally in the time of their
adversity they have prepared against these sca-
sons of adversity. The deposits of our savings
banks afford evidence of this. The amount
thus available to each separate family may not
be large, but those who economise when labor is
plentiful and’ money abundant, are sure to em-
ploy their resources wisely and prudently when
the reverse is the case. Against this must be
set off the fact that a small capital, bowever
rigid the econowy, soon beeomes exbausted when
a whole fawi y 1= living on the principal, and
there are no incomings to replenish the exhaus-
_tion. And then there remain thousands who
bave lacked the inclination, or the abiiity, to
garner up anyth ng against the time of scarcity.

| News from India.
Delhl F'allen!

The Cunard Steamship Arabia arrived et
New York in Friday morning last with the
beart-thrilling intelligence that Delhi bad bee . re-
taken by the Britisb. The news was soon trans-
mitted hither along the line of telegraph, and
further particulars have since been anxicusly
awaited. Yesterday morning the Steamship
Niagara arrived bere, and we are enabled to
present the following details:—

(From the % Times " Correspondent.)

BomsBay, Oct. 3.

At length I am enabled to announce to you
the fall of the revoited capital of Northwestern
India, or, it that appellation be not strictly cor-
rect, of the ancient chief city of the Mogul em-
pire, in which a fa thless soldiery had souzht to
re-erect the independent throne of the descend-
ant of Baber. Delbi is once more in the posses-
sion of the British. “ Qur information at present
is more scanty than could be desired, owing pro-
bably to the dawk commaunication being unlucki-
ly interrupted between Lahure and Moslton.
But the main facts have reached us from so
many quartcrs as to leave no doubt whatever
that the place was assaulted with success on the
14th of September, when a permanent lodging
was effected, that during the four or five foliow-
ing days further advances and acquisitions on
the city were made, and that finally on the 20th
the whoie of the space enclosed within the walls
was in our poesesion. ] should observe, how-
ever, that we have not received as yet such cer-
tain evidences of the truth of the latter part of
this story.as that of the former. The proceed-
ings of the 14th, 15th, and 16th are known to us,
however, compendioosl; from the official bulle-
tins issued by the Chief Commissioners at La-
hore, and founded, as you know, on telegraphic
messages from Delbi. But of the final occupa-
tion on the 20th, we have only beard by ar ex-
press from the Residency at Jeypore in Rajpoo-
tana, which reached Lord Elpbinsione by way of
Abmadabad yesterday. It is dated at Jeypore
on the evening of the 28rd, and is to the effect
that the news had just been received at the Re-
sidency both from the Rajah, and also from the
Vakeel or Minister of the Newab of Jhujjar, to
whom it may be presumea to bave been forward-
éd by his master, a chief resident in the i li-
ate neighborhood of Delhi. Thus the tidings of
our u'timate and complete success rests at pre-
sent on native authority only, but as the natural
sequel and complement of our undoubted tri-
umph of the 14th they are universally credited.
But to complete, so far as present materials
will show, the story of the avenging army.—
When I closed my last letter we bad heard that
the heavy siege train was expected to reach the
camp in a few days, and that works were being
erected wherein to mount the guns on their
arrival. While the troops were thus busy the
enemy were inactive. There were none of those
desperate sallies that characterised the early
days of the siege, when day by day successive
waves of mutiny were shattered against the
heights of the British position; and though their
artillery was not silent, the on'y success attained
was on the night of the 1st of September, when
a shell from the battery on the further side of
the river burst amongst a picket of the 61st, in
front of the Metcalf house, killing two men and
wounding seven. On the morning of the 4th
arrived in camp the long lcoked for siege train
of between thirty and forty beavy puns, howit-
zers, and mortars, with large quantities of ammu-
nition, escorted by the remaining wing of the
8th Foot, two more companies of the 61st, and
a wing of the 1st Belooch battalion of the Bom-
bay army. On the 6th came in from Meerut a
most valuabie reinforcement of 200 of the GOth
Rifles and 100 Artillery recruits. To the latter
were added forty-five men of the 9th Laucers.
The place of this detachment was supplied at
Meerut by the 7th Punjaub Intantry. On the
following day the army was further strengthened
by the 4th Punjaub Rifles under Capt. Wilde,
and by some troops of the Jheend Rajah. On
the night of the 7th, the advanced batteries in-
tended for the destruction of the Moree bastion,
and the adjacent curtain, were armed with ten
heavy guns at about six hundred and fifty yards
from the bastion, and an enclosure within half
that distance of the walls, called Koodsea Bagh,
was occupied by a detachment of infantry and
artillery. In these operations we sustained a
loss of something under fifty killed and wound-
ed, two officers being among the former, Lieuts
Hildebrand, of the Bengal Artillery, and Ban-
nerman, of the Bombay Fusiiiers, attacbed to
the Beloochees, the laiter a promising young
officer, well known to many people bere, and by
all regretted. The next day was marked by
the opening of the advanced batteries on the
Moree bastion, and by the arrival in camp of (ke
Jummoo or Cashmere Contingent. Meanwhile
the engineers were bard at work in the erection
of other batteries. On the 11th a water battery
opened on the Moree from the Koodsea Bagh at
little more than three hundred yards, and upon
the Cashmere and water bastions a fire was com-
menced {rom sixteen beavy guns and howitzers,
and ten large mortars, planted at two points in
front of the enclosure known as Ludlow. Castle,
and so noted in Wyld’s map. On the 12th the
artack on the water bastion was strengthened by
four 18 pounders and two light (5} inch) mor-
tars (increased afterwards apparently to eight
of the former and twelve of the latter,) planted
at 200 and 250 yards from the wall and the
Custom- house compound near the river.

The fire of the enemy was most severe upon
the last named btateries, which were exposed
not-only to the guns of the water bastion, but to
those in the old inner fort of Selimghur, and
also to those on the other side of the river.—
Here Captain Fagan, of the Artillery, described
as a most enterprising and. excellent officer, fell
shot throngh the head. No other fatal casualty
occurred among tha officers during these days,
nor does the general loss appear to have been
severe, considering the prox:mity of the batter-
1es to the walls and the tenacity of the defence,
the enemy keeping up a vigorous fire of musket-
ry from the rifle pits and patches oldjungle even
after their heavy guns were rendered unservice-
able. This latter result was rapidly produced
by the precision and weight of the constant dis-
charges from our bat:eries. On the 13th, the
Cashmere bastion was in ruins, and bad long
ceased to return a shot to the fire that was con-
tinually kept up upon it. The adjoiningz cur-
tains on either side were similarly ruined, and
from the debris of the Moree bastion only a light
gun or two at intervals replied to the heavy shpt
and shell that were poured into it. At the
other end of the worke the water bastion
bad suffered scarcely less severely, its extreme
magazine bad blown up, and a light gun which
enfiladed our batteries’had been silenced. And
now the moment of the assault drawing near,
General Wilson promulgated bis excellent
Order. .

On the morning of the 14th, soon after day-
break, the amault took place. The attacking
columns were—as | gather from a letter that I
have seen, written on the following day by an
officer of rank.in the army, which, though short,
is, as far as I know, the ouly communication of
s0 late a date that has yet reached Bombay—
three in number, one being held, o9 [ ynderstand
it, in reserve. Their strength i1s* ng: given.—
The main point of assault was the breach at the
Cashmere bastion. One column, however, con.
sisting of Goorkhas and the newly arrived Jum.
moo contingent, was directed to make a diver-
sion by attacking the Kishengunge suburb, which
lies outside the Lahore gate on the western side
of the city, and, if it succeeded in carrying the
suburb, to assault -the gate itself. But tha eub-
urb was occupied by the enemy in force, with a
battery of beavy guns. The Cashmerian troops
behaved indifferently, and in spite of the efforts
of the brave Goorkhas the column' was repulsed.
Its commanding officer, Major Reed, of the Sir-
moor battalion, is among the wounded of the day ;
but on the northern side of the city all went on
well. The troops entered at the breach with no
serious opposition, and spreading to the left and
right occupied the * whole line of defences from
the Water bastion to the Cabul gate, including the
Cashmere gate and bastion, the Moree gate and
bastion, the English cburch, Skinner’s house, and
the grounds about.” The principal loss sustain-
ed by the assailants was due to the obstinate re-
sistance (hey met with in clearing their way
along the ramparts to the Cabul gate, and after-
wards in an a'tempt to penetrate beyond that
point into the denser parts of the city in the
direction of the Jumna Kluqid.

In all the loss amounted to to about 500 killed
and wounded. Five officers are reported to
bave been slain—Tandy, of the Bengal Engi-
neers ; M’Barnet of the late 55th Native Infan-

try; Murray of the Guides; Bradshaw, of the

52nd Foot; and Fitzgerald of the 7th. Caprain
Rosser, of the Carbineers ; Major Jacah, of the
1st Bengal Fusileers; and Lieuienant Homfiay,
i1st Punjaub Infantry, are returned as bav
died of wounds received. Brigadier Nicho
was wounded, and bis brother, of Ceke's I
and many others, in all about 30.

was stormed the next morning by the 61st Foot,
and de‘achments of the Beeloch battalion and
Wilde’s Riflee. In it were captured 125 pieces
of cannon. The palace being now well exposel |
the guns and mortars opened upon it from ihe
magazine enclosure, and the enemy appears to
bave fallen back at all points.

To the north west of Delhi, in the Hurrianah
district, General Van Cortland! is still busy
repressing disturbances and resettling the coun-
try. On the 6th of September an insurgent
village near Hansi was surprised and its occu-
pants were driven out and dispersed, with the
loss of one of the ringleaders in the mutiny o«
the Hurriunah battalion and twenty-five of his
men. I read, too, of what appears to be the
destruction of another village at a later date,
when a number of the mutinied 10th Cavairy
fell, and several prisoners, formeriy cf the same
regiment, were forthwith executed. On this |
occasion a large amount of booty in horses, |
cattle, and monev, fell into the hands ol ihe
General’s men.
