A discovery of someé antiquarian in-
terest has been made in Sherborne
Abbey. On one of the capitals in the
choir the Abbey verger came across
a curious bit of carving in stone re-
presenting  apparently two boys of
Sherborne Benedictine School engag-
ed in a tug-of-war. This is seeming-
ly the only bit of grotesque

carving
on the stonework in the whole of
Bishop Bradford’s <contribution to-
wards the historic  Abbey, though
sculptured rebuses are numerous in
the nave. All the rest of the carving

in the choir is foliage work.

The New Bishop of Sodor and
Man.—The King has been pleased
to approve of the appointment of the
Rev. Canon J. Denton Thompson,
rector of Birmingham, to be Bishop
of Sodor and Man, in succession to
Dr. Drury, Bishop-Designate of
Ripon. Canon Denton Thompson’'s
removal from Birminghom will be an
almost irreparable loss to the Church
in the Midland metropolis. The po-
sition of rector of Birmingham-is one
of commanding influence and great
possivit.aes, and  although Canon
Deénton  Thompson has always been
associated with the Evangelical school
of thuught he is a man of broad-
minded views, and in Birmingham
has worked with the greatest cordi-
ality with all sections in the Church,
and is on friendly terms with' the
Non-conformi€ts. No one thought

more highly of his splendid work
than Dr. Gore, and it is an open secret
that the Bishop frequently consulted
the rector on administrative matters
and greatly valued his counsel and
heln. The new Bishop is a graduate
of Corpus Christi College, Cambridge.
Owing to a serious illness when at
Cambridge, he took an Aegrotas de-
gree with a Greek ‘lestament Prize.
He is essentially a “men’s parson,”
and i1s never more at home than when
addressing , some great gathering of
men. Canon Denton Thompson first
came into prominence as a preacher
and successful parish clergyman when
he was vicar of St. Leonard’s, Bootle,
from 18go to 1894, and then be became
rector of N. Meols, Southport, where
he stayed until he went -to Birming-

ham in 1905. During his stay at
Southport it 1s estimated that he
raised at least £45,000 for new

churches, schools, etc. In the Liver-
pool diocese he is still beloved in no
ordinary way, and nowhere has the
announcement of his appointment
given greater pleasure than in the
city on the Mersey, where he was
born 56 vears ago. Birmingham
Churchmen naturally feel proud that
one of their leaders should be hon-
oured in this signal way, but their
joy is tempered with a feeling of
personal loss, for the rector has en-
deared himself to many outside the
botiids of his own 'parish.
