The sale of the Great Western to the
British American eorporation, Hon. C.
1. Mackintosh’s syndicate, was com-~
pleted at a special meeting of the com-
pauy held Monday evening in the office of
Hon.T. Mayne Daly, the solicitor for the
British American. It wasastockholders’
meeting, and some 909,000 shares, out of
a total of 1,000,000, wezg represented.

Louis Bertonneau, the president of the
company, was present, as was also J. B-
Jones, the seCretary, who brought up

the company’s seal from Spokane with |

Among the stockholders present were
General Charles 8. Warren, Ross Thomp-
son, C. O’Brien Reddin, R. E. M. Strick-
land and Victor Monnier.

The dedl was made on the basis of
$101,000 for the property. Of this $50,-
000 was cash and $45,000 payable April
4. The old company retained accounts
due it on the sale of surface rights to the
extent of $5,000, and the British Ameri-
can corporation assumes an indebtedness
of about $1,000 contracted by the com-
pany.

The deed was executed in triplicate,
and the three copies of it were duly
signed and sealed. The first payment of
$50,000 was made Tuesday morning by
Mr. Daly, acting for the British Ameri-
can corporation.

done sufficient work either to show its
right t6 the ledge or the reverse, and as
it has not proven its title, operations
should be suspended pending a decision
by the gupreme bench on the main point
at issue. The injunction was accord-

ingly granted.

the Le Roi, yet as more deliberate
thought is given to the gubject it is
realized that there is strong probability
that either the British American or the
London & Globe corporation will secure
the big property. The officers of the Le
Roi are either reticent regarding the
deal or else deny it, but these facts need
not be given too much heed. If sold,
the mine will most probably bring $5,-
000,000, as that is the figure for which
the present owners have been holding
out.

Percentages of Values in Our Ores.

The following figures, showing the
values of the ore from the Rossland
mines, are compiled from the smelter
returns on some 3,000 tons of ore, far-

nished by mines all over the camp. The
total value of the ore was $128,593.67,
divided as follows: Gold, $103,780; sil-
ver, $3,328.40; copper, $21,485.27. The
rcentages of values is as follows:
Gold, 80. r cent; silver, 2.6 per cent;
copper, 16.7 per cent. These figures are
representative of the entire camp, and
the percentages hold true of most of the
mines.

He Made a Fatal Misstep
. From Le Roi Skip.

FELL DOWN SHAFT

In the Descent of 600 Feet, He Was

¥

Fearfully Mangled.

In the Awful Descent He Came in Con-
tact With the, Timbers and Jagged
Rocks and the Result Was That He
Was Frightfully Disfigured — His
Death Was the Result of a Mo-
ment’s Inattention—A' Brief Sketch
of His Career~Was One of the Best
Known Mining Superintendents in
the Country.

Captain William-E. Hall, the superin-
tendent of the Le Roi, was killed at 5:20
last evening by falling down the main
shaft from the surface to the 600-foot
level.

The body was terribly injured by the
fall, and the remains were hardly recog-
nizable. An inquest will be held at
9:45 o’clock this morning in the
city hall, and the body will be sent on
the noon train to Spokane, where his

family resides and where the funeral
will take place.

The captain went undergrognd about
4 o’clock in the afternoon on his usual
inspection of the mine. Arriving at the
600-foot level safely he examined the
progress being made in extending the
shaft to the 700-foot level, and subse-
quently made a tour through the west
drift at the 600-foot level. ..

At any rate he lost his footing, and a
moment later he fell down the com rt-
ment just opposite the one in which he
had aafelﬁndden up. He madenosound

Then the Captain’s
candle went out and all was over.
