IS 10 COST THE SUM OF $5,000

The Porty Drill Compressor of the Rossland
Great Western is to Commence “Making
Alr'’ Some Tyme This Week—It is a Com-~
plete and Substantial Plant.

A feature of the mining news ot -the
past week is the announcement that the
provincial government has appropriated
$5,000 for the purpose of building a wagon
road from the Columbia and Western
railway to the Norway mountain section,
& distande of about five miles. The Nor
way mountain district 18 locatea about
twenty miles nortfiwest of this city and
is in the 1rail creek division. At present
it ean be reached from Rossland or Glad-
stope by trail. ¥or the past four years
prospectors have visited the section and
a number of promising locations bave been
maede. ‘Ihe most work has been done,
however, by a company, made up prin-
eipally of vesidents of Rossland, who
siave developed the Boninza claim by a
drift tunmel which is in for a distande
of 200 Yeet. ‘T'he Cascade Mining company
has done considerable work on the Uas-
cade and has a property which promises
to develop into a mine, Copsideralfle work
has been done on other claims by pros-
pectors and what Is most needed'
is transportation facilities to bring the
district into prominenmce. Lhis will be
provided this summer by the construction
of a wagon road by the government, and
s0 -another very valuable mineral section
will . be rendered available in tha "I'mpald
ereek division, 'T'here is ore already on
the dump of the Bonanza ready for ship-
ment and ‘with the completion of the
weagon road that mine will -commence to
make shipments. It is claimed by tne
management of the Cascade that it to
will be in a eondition to make shipments
by ,that time. 'I'he. Norway mountain
sectiop, now that a road is 1n sight,
seems certain of making a record) for it-
melf.

I'he forty-drill compressor of the Hoss-
land (reat ‘Western will be ready for
operation some time this week and prob-
ably will begin the compression of air
before Saturday next. ‘This will place
additiona! power at the disposal of the
Le Roi and the Rossland Great West-
ern mines and the work of development
and the extraction of ore should from
now on proceed meore rapidly than ever.

The Output.

The ore shipments for the week ending
yesterday were 8,049 tons, a falling off of
ons as compared with the previous
weef. Le Roi increased its cutput by
104 tons, while Centre Star showed a de-

crease of 312 tons. ‘Ahe-gain for W
Kagle was 51 tons, in an output for the
week of 750 tons . Fhe shipments of ‘Le
Roi No. 2 were 1,008 tons. This is a de-
crease of 35 tcns as compared with the
showing of the preceding week. The
Rossland (Great Western is maintaining
its usual record of 300 tons. The ship-
ments fcr the year amount to 111,861 tons.

Rossland-Bonanza—Messrs. H.\ W. C.
Jackson and C. A. Peters of the Ross-
jland-Bonanza company, returned from an
inspection of tihe properties of the com-
pany on ¥riday evening. They are lo-
cated in the Norway mountain section.
They arte situated about five miles from
Gladstone, but are in the Trail creek di-
vision. Mesars. Jackson and Peters found
the trail clear of snow for about two
miles from Gladstone and were able to
get along without snowshoes:for that dis-
tance. Krom there to thz Bonanza there
lis from four to five feet of smow on the

vel. At the Bonanza, the claim which
the company has so far given all its at-
tention, they found that the miners had
been working alternately in the. crosscut
and in the main drift tunnel. The cross-
cut had been Tun about ten feet into
thie footwall side when they left, but no
footwall was in sight. At a distance of
three feet in the crosscut a parallel fis-
gure was met carrying from six inches
to two feet of high-grade ore. No drift-
ing has yet been done on this ore body.
The crosscut is still in diorite with no
sign of the prophry footwall visible. 'I'he
main drift is now in about 200-feet and
for the last 15 or 20 feet the ore occurs
in bunches in the fissure. The rock has
been very hard and tight, permitting prac-
fically no water to seep through the face.

Rossland Great Western.—The task of
getting the 40-drill compressor in shape
tindes and is nearing the end. ‘L'be
t should be ready to turn over early
during the present week, that is to say
it can be in order to wear down the bear-

air.” ‘The putting on the rope from the
big dynomo fo the compressor was fin-
ished yesterday. lt required 3,500 feet ot
rope. ‘I'he power which this plant wul
add is needed, as the compressor
at the Black Bear is run to the top Of
its capacity in order to furnish the neces-
sary power to operate the Le Roi group
of mines. The Rossland Great Western
compressor will be “hitched up”’ with
the compressor at the Black Bear. Once
it gets in motion it will be of considerable
help and will relieve the Black Bear
machinery of some of its burden. it
takies considerable time to install a plant
like that which is now virtually completed
at the Rossland Great Western. L'he
building in which the compressor is housed
is of brick and the work.of constructing
it was commenced in October last. Its
ground dimensions are 45x85 feet, it has
a truss roof and is substantial through-
out. "I'he foundations of the compressor
are most substantial. All of the com-
pressor plagt did not arrive until about
two months since and the work of put-
ting it together has occupied the time
since. All the work about the plant,
including the building, is of the most sub-
stantial character and teflects credit upon
the management. In the mine drnftmg
on the ledge on the 800-foot level 1s in
progress. OUre is being stoped from the
levels above the 800-foot level, and thi
usual shipments were made during the

past week. A
Velvet.—1'he unwatering of the mine
from below the 100-foot level to the 300-
foot level is in progress and it should be
drained in a few days. Then the deep-
ing of the shaft frcm the 300 to the
foot level will. be commenced. This
wag interrupted last year by an in-

ru water, which the old plant was

not of sufficient capacity fo handle, and
at the same time keep the drills in
power. Now, however, with the 18-drill
compressor in active operation, no further
trouble should be experienced. ‘I'b ore
bins and the tramway are approaching
completion. The intention cf the com-
pany is to resume shipments of ore just
as soon as the roads are in condition. A
torce of men is to be put ta work this
week repairing the road, which is in poer
condition. It ig understood that $2,500 is
to be expended on this work.
Cascade.—Work on the Cascade was
suspended a week or ten days since, owing
to the shortage of supplies and the dif-
ficulties experiended in getting them 1n

but it is the intention to send out a
quantity of supplies within two wieeks.
These supplies will be packed from Glad-
stone over the trail to the summit ofit.
‘Fhomas mountain, a distance of ten miles.
From there the miners can haul them
in to the Cascade by means of toboggans.
Then wgrk will be resumed and the first
thing to be done will be to drift on
the ore shoot from a point where it was
opened up in the crosscut tungmel.

Homestake.—Work contifiies on the
lower tunnel. The water continues to
pour down the fault plane into the lower
tnunel, and the mine should soon be drain-
ed. 'The water in the shaft ig sinking
rapidly and it is thought it will take less
time to drain the mine than if pumping
bad been resorted to. There were no de-
velopments of note during the past week.

Green Mountain.—The diamond drill is
being used in prospecting for ore bodies.
Uperat:ons are now being carried on fron
the surface. A boing is being made at
angle of 45 degrees in order to locate a
ledge. = This drill had penetrated a dis-
tance of 230 feet last evening, and it is
expected that when 100 feet more has
been bored the ledge will be intersected.

Douglass-Hunter.—The lower drift tun-
nel is in for a distance of 255 feet and the
showing of ore is better at this point than
anywhere else in the mine. It will not
be a great while before the mine will
join .the list of shippers, as there is a
large quantity ot ore in. sight.

New St. Elmo.—T'he showing of ore, of
a grade that runs as highy as $23 to the
ton, contindes in on hanging wall in the
south wrift. 'The pay shoot is about
two feet wide and strong and well de-
fined. T'he north drift is being pushed
ahead and last night was in for a dis-
tance of 185 feet from thie morth crosscut.

Le Roi—Work is being pushed on the
big five-compartment shaft, and Iast even
ing it had reached ao depth of 1.037 ifeet

Now, Mr
Mditor, the real 1ssue lies here: 1s it
net just that these corporations operat-
ing the largest and most valuable dividend
paying properties in the province—proper-
wos valued at many millions—shoufd pay
the standard scale of wages recognized
throughout the Kootenays? Why are men
working for these companies not entitled
to the same pay given all over Britisn
Columbia? Any etiort put forth by the
mine -operators to divert public attention
from this unvarnished faet is not onmly
misleading but must engender ill feehng
and must certainly pladge ,the managers
in & very unenviable light before the pub-
fic. While it adds mo factor to the dithi-
cukty of conciliation. Mr. Macdonald and
Mr. Kirby have spared no pains in mak-
ing a diagnosis of the late vote in the un-
jon and are threatening their favorite pre-
seription, which they neglected to state,
is to be in accordance with the Chmese
pharmacopocia. ‘Che more wondrous the
remedy the more efficacious it ie calcu-
lated to be, we suppose. Their very un-
mnd commenty have about the same sig-
mifieance as ‘Mr. Kirby’s statement before
Mr. R. C. Clute, the government com-
missioner, to the effect that in the near
future they expected to employ three
times the number of men employed at
that time.

Or gan it
be possible, that they, on whose repre-
sentation these great properties have béen
purchased, have just tound out that the
grade of ore is too low! to admit of pay-
ing the scale of living wages paid in oth-
ey and inferior properties? Or is it the
aipiomacy o1 organized greed? 'I'ne wel-
fare of each and every individual is the
eoncern of all and before you apply tLe
ah" of capital, before you compe! the
business men and merchants to sign "no
eredit agreements,” go and ask the e
sens of every trade and profession it we
ure not entitled to all we arg contenu..g
for and we will abide by’ the decision.

Mesers. Macdonald and Kirby claim that
most of their machine men, who consti-
tute fully half of thie men employed (the
timber men excepted) are earning rhore
than $4 per day and many of them irom
$5 to $8 per day. Fairness is our motto,
equality our religion, therefore we con-
demn a system that makes paupers of ome
class to the enrichment of another; for
right is right and wrong is nobudy. Again,
this being the fact, in the light of all
that is just, why not take the half-dollar
off those earning $4 or over and place it
on the hard-working sorter, carman and
surface man? Having done this, accord-
ing to the managers’ figures, they would
still be paying more money for work
done than is demanded by tbe union or

laborers.

Now as for that walking delegates:
They may have heard of such a misgion-
ary. 1 question their ever having seen
one. Surely those accusations are a credit
to no one, nor would any m.an make such
assertions unless he thad forfeited all
claim to honor. No walking delegate,
secretary or other individiua® auvcnorized
by the Miners’ unlon has at any time
interfered with, molested o: detainkd an’
employee during working bours; nor has
any such. person In the employ of thee
employ of the union ever asked for per-
mission to go into the mine on any such
pretext. And permit me to suggest that
had Messrs. Macdonald and Kirby taken
as much interesp in analyzing the history
of trades unionism by Sydney and Beat-
rice Webb covering a period of about
400 years, as they have taken in solving
the union vote, they would have learned
one thing beyond disputle, and that is
that tthe besty results on money invested,

Letter From Mr. J. B. Johnson on the
Burning Question.

Editor Miner: Although believing n ihe

open docr railway policy, and realiziog
the beneficial results of competition, [
am still unable to agree with the treni
of sentiment expressed at last Wedaoes-.
uay’s meeting.
- If Premier Dunsmuir is not hurrying
into an agreement with the Great North-
ern as quickly as the advocates of that
road desire, we have no reason to suspect
that the delay is fcr other than the best
interests of the province. Better to be
not hasty enough than too hasty.

Our premier’s predecessor ¢ntered into
several railway agreements which the
public has since repented, ani even the
Nelson & Fort Sheppard land grant, a
deal with which we are &l familiar, has
not escaped criticism.

The C.P.R. is accused of “having no
conception or appreciation of the resources
of this province.” This 1s scarcely fair to’
our pioneer railroad, which built through
this province when it was a wilderness
and created its own, traffic.

That the Coast-to-Kootenay railway
should be builv by an 10dependent com-
pany [ believe will meet with the ap-
proval of every fair-minded man in Ross-
land, but why force them to enter into
trafic arrangements wrth the Great
Northern and . discriminate against all
cther connecting lines, thereby forcing the’
C.P.R. to build “a-through line,” which
“meant the _expenditure ot 15,000,000
within three years”? Why not imake the
Great Northérn also build “a  through
hoe,” which would mean ‘the expendi-
ture of $15,000,000” more? If it is tair for
one it is certainly fair for theother. But I
do not want you to think I} am advocat-
ing such a policy. Quite the contrary.
My idea is to have the Coast-Kootenay
railway built by an independent com-
pany, and forced to enter into traffie ar-
rangements not only with the Great
Nortliern, but also with the C.P.R. and
any other roads that may desire such
arrangements on fair and equitable terms.
This would give us through cunnectionr
with all the Canadian centres, free from
United States custom hindrances and war
taxes. Is there any plausible reason for
giving the Great Nerthern a monopoly
of traffic arrangements? If-the C.P.R. is
no longer worthy of being tolerated why
not extend the Coast-Kootenay railway
northward instead of southward, and con-
nect with Canada’s second great trans-
continental rcad, the Canadian Northern,
which is about to be constructed by Mac-
