SPAIN PLACED
IN DIFFICULTY

Possibilities of Her Being
Drawn Into the War
Not Remote

e

Washington, Oct. 9—A serious in-
ternational incident is involved in the
escape of an interned German sub-
marine from the Spanish port of Ca-
diz. The Government of Spain is
placed in an unenviable position
through this occurrence and its pos-
sible consequences. Spain’s attitude
in the war may be determined by the
violation of international law in the
departure of the U-boat from a Span-

Unless the German Government re-
turns the escaped submarine to Spain
for internment for the remainder of
the war, Spain will be placed in'the
position. of having been insulted. In
the opinion of those best qualified to
judge of the matter, Spanish pride
will be bound to assert itself unless
the German Government -makes
amends for this gross disregard of in-
ternational law and usage.

Another Ally Soon?

The possibilities of the situation
must give grave cause for alarm at
Madrid, it is believed here. Spain it
is held, will not tolerate this German
contempt for Spanish rights. Should
the escaped U-boat sink any national
or merchant vessel the Spanish Goy-
ernment would be obliged to hold
Germany to a strict acco ntability.
As the matter stands the o ances of
involving Spain in the world-war are
very great. i
So far as the Entente nations, Ja-
pan and the Uniied States are con-
cerned, offensive action by the escap-
ed submarine would probably force a
grave international erisis. It is not
doubted, here however, that the
Spanish Government will leave no
Stone unturned to cause the German |
Government to make amends for this
gross departure from the rules laid
down Dby responsible ‘nations. and ob-
served to the letter by all those which
have a regard for international de-
cency.
