The pickpocket is one of the most 
daring and skilful of that vast army 
of persons who, rather than earn 
their living honestly, prefer to prey 
upon the public and find work for 
the police. Burglars, housebreakers, 
“swell mobsmen" and others of the 
brotherhood make careful plans be­
fore they start on a "job." Compar­
ed with the pickpocket, they hold a 
good share of the trumps in their 
hands. Detectives rank the pickpoc­
kets among the lowest of thieves. 
But it is certain that more nerve 
and hardihood are required to pick 
a pocket in a crowded car than it 
takes to crack a safe.

A London journalist has just had 
an interview with a man who was 
formerly known as some of the most 
notorious pickpockets in the great 
metropolis. This man is a reform­
ed "artist" at the game and knew 
how — in his own words — to "swipe 
a handkerchief and peel a scarf-pin" 
before he could read. His deftness 
as well as boldness made him remark­
ed by experienced thieves.

"If you are looking for excitement," 
he told his interviewer, "you can get 
it by trying to peel a fat pocket- 
book out of a man’s inside pocket. 
It’s never failing — there are the 
goods, and your hand is on ’em, but 
that second of time when they are 
being deftly but surely drawn‘in your 
direction is a second of strenuous 
feeling, the chills run up and down 
your back. Will you get off with 
the purse or be yanked to the lock- 
up? A mere trifle will decide, but 
while the question is hanging in the 
balance you never feel that life is 
one grand, sweet song. The conse­
quences are too tremendous. Either 
you walk off slowly with a lot of 
‘dough’ or you are pinched again. 
And 1 can tell you this—that 1 never 
found any number of human beings 
that felt sympathy for a pickpocket. 
They’re always ready to kick him.

"Picking pockets is an art, and a 
man has to be born to it to really 
make a rood record. To stand in 
front of a man, just near enough 
to reach his watch or purse, with 
right hand behind you, and take ’em 
both without jostling him or inter­
rupting his thoughts requires just 
as much natural talent and practice 
as it takes to make a good lawyer. 
In the latter case you make more, and 
one day you may be a judge but a 
pickpocket is always being suspected, 
and frequently pinched with the 
goods on him."

"What are the rewards of the pro­
fession? I tell you, there ain’t any. 
If you pick up real dough out of a 
pocket—which vou generally don’t, 
for half the wallets are stuffed out 
with cards and memoranda — the 
dough don't last mor’n a month or 
so. If it’s jewellery, what do you 
get ? A mere pittance — hot one- 
tenth what it’s worth; and it’s the 
same with a watch. Your ‘uncle’ 
knows you too well and smile up at 
him as you may, he will offer a quid 
or two for a real gold. The only 
thing you can be sure of is that, 
sooner .or later, you’ll be pinched 
again.”
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SIN OFTHE FOURTH AFFIDAVIT con-

We have now reached the fourth 
affidavit produced by Mr. George 
Stephens in his "absolute and con­
clusive proof” of his innocence.

It is from Councillor Tompkins, of 
Chatham Township, and in full it is 
as follows:

1. I was a member of the Muni­
cipal Council of the Township of 
Chatham n the year 1903.

2. 1 was present at a meeting held 
on or, about the 13th, day of Novem- 
ber, 1903, at the off.ee of Mr. N. H. 
Stevens in the City of Chatham for 
the purpose of discussing matters re­
lating to the said Railway Company 
and the Township of Chatham.

3. There were present at said 
meeting Hugh Cumming, Reeve of 
Chatham Township, and Cornelius 
Purser, Reeve of Dover, and Council­
lors Peter Crawford, Joseph Lewis 
and William Boyer, of Dover Town- 
ship, and N. H. Stevens, Harry Stev­
ens and George Stephens, M. P., of 
Chatham, and J. N. McKendry and 
H. L. Dunn of Toronto, and myself.

4. There was a general discussion 
at said meeting among other things, 
of the advantages which the said 
railway would confer on the resi­
dents of Chatham and Dover Town- 
whips near whose property the road 
ran and it was stated by several per- 

sons present that to any man own­
ing a hundred acre farm, it would 
be worth from $100 to $1,000 to have 
the railway run near his property. 
This was not stated secretly but 
openly and freely in the meeting.

5. The said George Stephens did 
not at any time make any offer or. 
promise to me to pay $2.50 or any 
other sum of money or its equivalent 
to induce me to support said un­
dertaking and no such offer or pro­
mise was made by him to anyone at 
said meeting in my hearing and I 
was not taken aside by the said 
George Stephens nor. did I see him 
take anyone aside or engage in 
private conversation at that meeting. 
All that he said was said openly to 
the whole meeting so far as I heard 
and I was there from the opening 
of the meeting to its close.

6. I remember that Mr. McKendry, 
one of the promoters of the road, said 
that the expenses of Chatham Town- 
chip incurred in passing by-laws or 
in calling special meetings of the 
Council would be paid by the pro­
moters, so that they would not be 
out anything for loss of time or 
other expenses.

7. I am positive that Mr. George 
Stephens did.not say anything in my 
presence which could be in any way 
construed or understood to be an of­
fer or promise of money or that 
could be taken to mean anything cor­
rupt or improper.

Now Mr. Tompkins is almost in the 
same position as Mayor McKeough. 
He left the meeting in question some 
time before its completion and con- 
sequently was not around to see what 
Reeve Purser and Councillor Boyer 
eay took place "after the meeting.” 
Is this fact honestly and straight­
forwardly conveyed in the affidavit 
produced by Mr. Stephens, or, again, 
is there an effort to mislead?

Mr. Tompkins says he was not pro­
mised $250 to secure his support in 
submitting the by-law. Quite true. 
It is hardly likely that Mr. Stephens 
would pay a Chatham Township 
councillor $250 to submit a $75,000 
bonus by-law to the people of Dover, 
is it? Thar’s the kind of absurdities 
that characterize Mr. Stephens’ "ab- 
solute and conclusive proof.”

HEnot only failroads, but all public util­
ities, I cannot see Anything for the 
labor organization to do than to op­
pose Sir Wilfrid Laurier, since he has 
declared himself against public own­
ership. I am personally of the opin­
ion that the labor organization will 
uphold the party which advocates 
public ownership of the G. T. P. I 
can’t see why any labor man can vote 
otherwise when it is considered that 
the rank and file of the labor move­
ment of this country have always ,on 
all occasions, approved of the policy 
adopted by the chief legislative body, 
the Dominion Trades Congress. Per­
sonally, I am strongly in favor of 
such a policy.”

Mr. James Wilson, editor of the 
Toiler, the labor organ in Toronto, 
admits that it is hard for working 
men sometimes to get away from old 
party affiliations, but as a matter 
of principle they were bound to sup­
port the party that advocated pub­
lic ownership. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Tn 
his Massey Hall speech, was very în- 
consistent. He denounced the pub­
lic operation of railways, yet, almost 
in the same breath, he commended 
Government ownership of the tele­
phone and telegraph. "I believe,” 
said Mr. Wilson, "that the working 
people will support the principle of 
public ownership.”

Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s statement 
that public ownership of railways is 
a populist fad conceived in the iniqu­
ity of United States politics and that 
the Conservative party under Mr. 
Borden’s leadership has become a po­
pulist party has created quite a sen­
sation in labor circles. Leaders in 
the labor movement are plainly stat­
ing their disappointment and resent­
ment at Sir Wilfrid’s statement. Mr. 
John A. Flett, Hamilton, Ont., Past 
President of the Dominion Trades’ 
Congress and Organizer in Canada for 
the American Federation of Labor, 
says—"Organized labor has proclaim­
ed itself in favour of public owner­
ship of railways and telegraphs on 
many occasions. This principle has 
been adopted as one of the planks in 
the ‘Declaration of Principles of the 
Trades and Labor Congress of Canada* 
and any party that would favor public 
operation and ownership, .all other 
things being equal, will Deceive the 
approval of the organized working 
people of this country, Mr. Borden’s 
policy comes nearer filling the bill 
than that of Sir Wilfrid, the latter 
gentleman being opposed to Govern­
ment operation. In my opinion the 
proper policy to pursue would be to 
continue the Interncolonial Railway 
through to the Pacific.”

Another who takes exception to the 
Premier’s utterances is Mr. David A. 
Carey, Toronto. Mr. Carey is Known 
all over Canada as a level headed, 
fair-minded labor representative. He 
is also past President of the Domin­
ion Trades Congress and is the Dis­
trict Officer of the American Federa­
tion of Musicians, representing Can­
ada east of Winnipeg. He says: — 
“Since the Trades Congress of Cana­
da at its recent meeting has gone on 
record in favor of public ownership of
