The illegality of these naturalizations m not in dispute. It hah, been 
«knitted by the Roblin agent at the court of revision for Winnipeg 
êèhtre. Hé has denounced the action_of Richard Power and J. J. 
Pickersgill as improper and unwarranted. He has tried to disassociate 

j Ifimeelf and the government from, their action. He has disowned them 
and cast them out. !

But be has succeeded, nevertheless, in keeping these 42 names on 
the“votera’ list of Centre Winnipeg on the technical contention that 
ëven though the naturalization ia fraudulent, .the possession of the 
certificate must be accepted by the court as conclusive legal evidence.

This contention is supported by the court* and simply mqans that t 
in the Election Law put on the Statutes by the Roblin government, 
*ese people who have never taken an oath of allegiance, nor an oath 
Ü residence, nor been legally naturalised, and who hold their natural­
isation papers as the result of a criminal conspiracy, for which officials 
«Ü the government ye directly responsible, are, despite all these things, 
to have the right to cast their ballots in the coming election.
