The Cleveland team is not due here 
until tomorrow morning.

Cleveland Club's Plans.
Cleveland, O., Oct. 4.—Tris Speaker, 

manager of the Cleveland Indians, the 
winners of the American League pen­
nant, had his team at LpagtKt^.Park 
this morning for a conference, dih^ng 
which he formulated bis mode 
attack against the Brooklyn Dodgers, 
the National League champions, in the 
coming world's series. The team ar­
rived from Detroit last night and will 
leave for Brooklyn tonight, accom­
panied by many fans.

Although Speaker would not an­
nounce definitely who his pitching 
selection would be in the first game 
tomorrow, it is likely that Jim Bagby, 
who won thirty-one games for the 
Indians this season, may be called 
upon. Stanley Coveleskie and Walter 
Mails both are ready and may be 
vailed upon if Speaker does not think 
Bagby has had sufficient rest.

Should Manager Robinson start one 
of his left handers In the box against 
Cleveland, Speaker may send his right 
handed hitting crew, which worked so 
successfully in the Detroit and St. 
Louis series, into the line-up. That 
would mean George Burns bn first, 
batting in the clean-up position, with 
Joe Wood In right field.

Comparison of the Clubs.
New York, Oct. 4.—A comparison of 

the offensive strength of the contend­
ing teams in the world's series, based 
upon unofficial records of the season’s 
work, indicates that Brooklyn will 
enter the big games at a slight disad­
vantage when compared with Cleve­
land, assuming that the two champion­
ship teams in their respective leagues 
faced opposition that was approxi­
mately equal. The Indians as a team 
have accumulated a batting average 
of .303 for the season, while that of 
the Superbas is .279.

Taking the regular players who are 
likely to appear in the world series, 
the unofficial records show that the 
Cleveland infield baa a batting 
average of .281, while the inner de­
fence of the Superbas has batted in 
the aggregate for .284, The Cleveland 
outfielders as a combination have bat­
ted for .328 and the Brooklyn fly- 
chasers for .304.
