"..zac Gprague’s Animated Benes Ext:!x-
fied 2t Bush Nedical Colleze,

_4saac Spragpe, who is usually adwez-
tiscd in museums or fxavelling shows as
‘“the living skeleton,” was exhibitefl
recently to the students of Rush Medical
College, and was made the subject of p
lecture by Dr. Henry ‘M. Lyman.
Several hundred students fille@ the tiews
of seats that rose aboweeach er to
the zopf of the amphitheatre, and in the
small semi-eircle below sat the skteleton.
A skeleton he was indeed, for there di(l
not appear to be a single vestige of flesh
on his body, and the skin “was ‘drawn
tightly over the boses. He wore'a pair
of trunks, leaving his legs, chest, and
arms nude, and.a more repulsive sight
to any laver of the ‘ human form divine!’
it would be difficult to imagine. Thp
man'’s spine was curved fo one side, and
there was a tremulous' pulsation in tie
neck over the right shoulder that “pro-
duced an irritating effeot upon ‘an ol-
server’s nerves. - Sprague’s face was not
attenuated in comparison with his
Lody, and his neck seems to preserve
some muscular tissues, but all the re-
mainder is a mass of living articulated
bones.

Dr. Lyman’s_lecture was interesting,
and was listened to(with much atten-
tion. He pronounced Sprague’s disease
to be a genyine case of progressive mus-
cular atrophy, and went on to describe
in scientific terms the lateral curvatare
of the spine, the pulsation above re-
ferred to, and how it was impossible for
the pasient.to make a mumber of edm-
mon motions on accountof the complece
wasting away of his muscles. :

The skeleton said thathe was 42 years
old, and "had been suffering from pro-
gressive muscular atrophy for thirty
vears. %“Oases such as %is,” said the
lecturer, ‘‘generally run their course in
five years, and few have been kmown to
cxceed twenty. Itis safe to say that
there is no case like the present one on
record.”

The speaker drew atténtion to the
fact that there was a slight trace of
muscle left on the arm between the
elbow and shoulder, and that the little
that was left was perfectly sound. Asa
usual thing, he said, atrophy finall
attacked the i*atory muscles, an
then the pa.tie:xetsgjed of asphyxia. But
the muscles about the neck of Sprague
were oub of proportion to the size of the
other parts of the body, showing, that as
yet he had escaped- the most, terribie
ravages of the disease.
