Failure of West of England Bank.

BristoL, Dec. 8.—The directors of the
West of land and South Wales District
Bank issued a circular to-day announcing
the suspension of the bank, owing to the
drain upon its deposits caused by the per-
sistent, and often unjustifiable, adverse
rumours which have been circulated for
weeks gut. They say that the books
show that the bank is solvent. The
directors hope to reconstruct the bank.

LoxNpon, Dec. 8.—A despatch from Car-
dift says the utmost consternation prevails
in South Wales.

The West of England and South Wales
District Bank had forty-two branches. Its
liabilities are $17,500,000, and its assets
are stated at the same amount, but as they
consist of local bills not neg,otxable in Lon-
don, the Bank of England has refused to
advance upon them. The run upon the
bank has been so persistent that the cash
in hand is estimated at only $1,250,000.
The shareholders number 2,000 and their
liability is unlimited.

Lo~NDoN, Dec. 9.—The National Pro-
vincial Bank is prepared to advance 50 per
cent to the depositors in the West of Eng-

| land and South Wales District Bank.

Several friendly societies had accounts in
the latter, including the fund subscribed at
Newport, for the relief of the Abercarne
Already a few small
failures in Llanelly are reported.

3RISTOL, Dec. 9.—The circulation of the
West of England and South Wales District
Bank was limited to £83,535, and the num-
ber of shareholders to 2,069, chiefly persons
of small means. The nominal capital was
one million pounds, and the reserve fund
£156,000. The dividend for 1877 was 8
per cent. The failure is attributed to the
depression of business in South Wales.
