On Thursday, there were three
“ watch crews” out panning, and on
Easter Sunday the work of haaling
seals and putting them on board
commenced. This continued every
day till Wednesday, when the last
were taken on board, and on Thurs-
day  the Aurora bore up for home,
but finding .the ice in close to the
land, she went into Shoe Cove, On
Friday she left Shoe Cove and
steamed across Green Bay; but
owing to the wind driving the ice
in, she was compelled to seok shelter
in Nipper's Harbor.

THE FISHERY TREATY RATIFIED.

Tax treaty for the settiement of
the, disputes between Canada and
the United States, arising out of the
fishery question, recently signed at
Washington was ratified in the Do-
minion House of Commons last week,
without a dissenting voice.

The action of the Opposition on
this question may be taken as a fair
sample of their conduct on all mat-
ters affecting the welfare of our
common country. That being so,
we must certainly conclude that it
would be dufficult to find & political
body equally inconsistent, insincere
aod dishonest, They have clearly
demonstrated that they have no in-
fluence in the national assembly ;
that they do not possess the courage
of their simulated convictions, ani
ghat they oppose merely for the
sake of opposition.

As soon as the commission was
named, the oppounents of the Gov-
ernment st Ottawa took exception
to it, and from that time until the
treaty was made public, there was
mot an obscure Grit paper, from one
end of Canada to the other, but was

They had been settled by
the treaty of 1854 and by the treaty
of 1871, both of which had been
torn up by the congress of the United
States. (Cheers.) Again, in 1885;

goincession to the fishermen of the
United States in order to induce that
country to negotiate a settlement, but
the congress of the United States re-
fused to act on the recommendation of
the president and then there was noth-
ing left for Canada but to enforce the
treaty of 1818. This she did, not be-
cause she wanted to, but because she
had to, in self-defence. Still when an
opportunity presented itself to make a
settiement, to arrive at an understand-
ing satisfactory to both parties, we were
only doing what we had always shown
our willingness to do, in making a
treaty with them.
