All we are at liberty to state with ref-
erenee to the discoveries 1s that the party
found an abundance of the peculiar dark-
colored rock so confidently relicd upbn as
holding indications of oil by persons of
experience in such matters.

It will be remembered that Mr. Wm.
Gunn, of Inverhuron,stated very distinctly
some mooths ago that he had found coal
oil in the quarry belonging to Mr. Sheriff
M’'Donald. Should presant expectations
be realized, that gentleman’s property will
be very greatly enhanced in value.

PRESIDENT LINCOLN’S FU=-
; NERAL.

AL that remained mortal of the late
President Lincoln was rcmoved from
Washington on Wednesday last. The
suddenness of th® awful cvent and the
respect that was felt for Mr. Lincoln
throughout the Northern States rendered
the day one of universal gloom and sorrow.
No national event within the century has
oceurred of so much importance, or which
creates in the mind of every right-think-
ing man feelings of such unmixed horror.
We bave believed that Mr. Liocoln was
hurried into many acts of unnceessary
violence by his red republion advisers,
and we have all along contended that if he
had been left more to bis own sense of
what was jast and right he might, and,
judging from the tenor of some of his
most important I’roclamations, would,
have exercised a degree of liberality 1o-
wards the people of the South which must
have gone fur towards mitigating the
horrors of the civil war, if it had oce 1rred
at all, and the kind consideration shown
‘by him for the noble-hearted Gen. Lee, in
his fallen fortunes, was sufficicut to raise
him vastly in the estimation of the South-
o people. But he is stricken down at
& moment when gliis coodness of heart
might have sought out some means of
bridging over the terrible gulf eaused by
war between the different sections of his

- suffering country. While the people of
the North mourn the loss of a kind friend,
the South laments the departure of u
+ gemerows encmy—a thing not always to
be found in this world. We cannot reeall

When Booth ecnecived the desperate’
and terrible project of assassinating resi-
dent Lincoln in the presence of a vast
public assembig_he took his life in his
band. . \What man having a spark of
reason could forget for a moment that, it
hie suceceded in inflicting the fatal Llow,
there were ninety chances against ten that

limb on the spot. The assassin’s plans
were laid with a degree of cool ealculation
and foresight that 1s perfectly astonishing,
now that the first shoek is over.” The

The Richmond co ndent of the New
York Herald, gives the following description
of the arrival of Cen, Lee in that city on
Saturday last :—
 General Robert E. Lee, lately command-
ing the rebel armies, actually arrived io
ichmond y day afl , at balf past
three o'clock. The first intimation of the
arrival o the General was the call made upon
Lieut. H. 8. Merrell, Post Quartermaster in
Richmond, for forage and stabling tor twenty
horses in bebulf of General lee. Shortly
after three o'clock Geueral  Lee “arrived at
the potitoon bridge thut spuns the Jumes ‘be-
iween Richwond wad Manchester, an oppo-
site town,  Here an immense crowd had col
lected to receive him, and he wus greeted
with cheers upon cheers the acciamauons of
the people, 89 generously und hearuly be-
stowed, visibly affecting him.- Whenever he
mssed Union officers they raised their caps,
r.. recosnition of his great genius, no less
than his, rezard for truth and consistency in
refusing Yo draw sword oulside s
rintive Virzinia.  As he proceeded along the
streets to bis residence in Franklin street the
crowd iucreased in numbers, *d the cheers
grew louder, ; .
“ The General was accompanied by five
members of his staff, General Lee aud all
weuring swords.” As he dismounted at his
residence the thousands of people who “sur
rounded bim again greeted bim with accluits,
and so many as could get near his person
shook him heartily by the band.
