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SEEN THROUGH A SURVEYOR'S GLASSES

A. W. Ponton Engaged by Dominion Goveroment in Extending Fifth Meridian North,
is Eoabled, From an Intimate Knowledge and Close Observance of the Country, to
Correct Erroneous Impressions Held Concerning Great Peace River District.

-After nearly two years spent in sur-

vey-work in the northern part of the
province, A. 'W. Ponton, of Macleod,
Dominion land surveyor, returned to
the city this week ior supplies and
wil not go north again until spring
He is very enthusiastic over the pos-
sibilities of “the great north country
tributary to the Peace river, and in
conversation with representative of
the Bulletin undertook to correct sov-
exal misconceptions that have arisen
rogarding this country.

Mr. Ponton has been engaged fo:
the pasi iwe years in extending the
fifth meridian northward. He went
up: with a party in June, 1907, and
commenced his survey work at town-
ship 76. During the first season he
cxtended the line northward as far
as Wabiscaw river. Mr. Ponton states
that this is not the correct way to sp=l
the word. The ecorrect word is “Wah-
poscow,” an old Indian word mean-
ing. “a lake with a wavy shore.” Th:
carly part of last winter was spent in
transporting supplies to the Red Riv-
et, a tributary to the Peace, and cut-
ting. pack trails through a wild un-
broken country. Last summer he
extended the line to within a short
distance of the Peace. The total dist-
ancée surveyed was about 186 miles.

He claims, however; that
there is no_real muskeg in the Peace
River district, and the worst it can
be called is a spruce swamp. Heavy
growths of moss retain the moisturc
just like a sponge; bat-on the removal
of this moss the land drains off and
becomes dry. This imoss is also the
cause of the desfructive fires which
periodically sweep the country, as it
will hold fire for months and the first
favorable wind starts a blagze. This

The Immediate Settiement.

Excellent Agricultural Countrv.

Mr. Ponton states that the greater

portion of the Peace River districs

is. well suited for agricultural pur-
poses, or will be as soon as a little

The Peace
rver country offers a great many ad-
vantages to the settler and will un-
doubtedly be one of the 'best parts of
sthe Dominion when it is opened up.
i Not only is the soil productive and
the country rich in mineral wealth,
but there is also plenty of good hay
for stock, wood for building purposes
and firewood, fish and game for food,
and all the things 8o necessary to the
pioneer settler.

Mr. Ponton will remain in the city
a few days to complete his business
affairs here and will then leave ior his
( hame in Macleod, where he will spend
Jthe winter.

THE STRATHCONA COUNCIL
TELL OF THEIR STEWARDSHIP

Annual- Citizens’ Meeting Held Last
Night—J. J. McKenzie Savs That
the Aldermen Mave Gone Back on
Their Pre-Election Pledges in the
Matter of Increased :Expenditures,

The annual civic meeting of the
ratepayers of Strathcona took pleoc:
Thursday night in Strathcona opera
house. At the earlier part . oi thy
weeting the attendance was emall, bul.
it increased considerably as the meet
ing continued. .The discussion dig not
conclude till a late hour and the gall-
ering did not break up #ill midnight.

The greater part of the evening wis
taken up with the addresses of the
mayor and the chairmen of the- dii-
ferent comumiftees -on the - work , doue
for; the past eleven months. Nothing
was said of the coming municipal con-
test: and no one of those whose termn
of -office expires this year intimated
Iig intention of retirement or of again
entering the contest.

Criticisms of the Ratepayers.

After the council had made their ex-
planation a number of tite audienes
asked questions with reference to dif-
ferent pecounts in the anuual state
wment- and J. J. McKenzie spoke at
some length in an attack of the alder:
men  in charge of the. large money
spending departments, whom, he sa‘d
had all, with the exception of Ald.
Sheppard gone back on their pre-elce
tion pledges and instead oi retrench
ment in 1998, had gone in for inereas
ed expenditure. His criticismsstruck
a responsive note among many of th

--audience.

Another point of attack was on the
non-collection of poll tax and a bil
of $420 for medical attendanee on on:
case of a child who had smallpo>
last spring.- Ald. Bush defended the
non-collection of the pcll taxes b
saying that many of the citizens wer:
hard up this year and it would not
be right to press them for payment
and - other aldermen said the medicai
attendance for the smallpox patien’
could not be obtained more cheaply.

Blame Last Year's Council.

From the charges of J. J. McKenzic
the aldermen attacked took refuge by
putting the blame on thal council f
the previous vear.

Mayor Duggan occupied the chair.
He explained that the reason the
meeting was called was on account «i
the provision of the city charter that
such a meeting be held to discuss the
work of the year. The accounts of thé
vear had been placed in the hands
of the ratepayers but he regretted that
they did not contain the debenture
account. This wculd be forthecoming
inm a week or two. He ountlined the
sales of debentured during the year
ond showed that a better “price had
beén obtained lately from that éarlier
in the season. He spoke of the ef-
fortzs made to get additional railways

in Strathcona and the negotiations

with the C. N. R., of which, however,
there was nothing definite’ as yét. The
same was the condition of the high
level bridge negotiations. A Jow level
central bridge had also been discussad
with the Edmonton council and the
Provincial government had been eon-
sulted on the matter. The question of
uwnion with Edmonton had been
‘broached by that city, but after con-
switation with a number of leading
aen he had decided that the time was
not ripe for such a wumion, which,
however, he thought might Jater come.
Taxes had increased over last year,
but the increase was not as great as
in the previous ycar. A great deal of
money had been expended on water,
sewerage and electric light plants. The
revenue from waier and seweépage was
not nearly as large as it should te
and as a result the taxes had to make
p- e balance. He was opposed te

water and sewerage extensions where
a sufficient revenne was not guaran-
teed. - An endeavor had been made ‘o
drain every .slough ‘and lake in the
sity and this had been done pretty
well. The matter -of a hespital would
Jave to be discussed next year and
jecided upon.

5,117.75. The total surplus for the
year was $40,267.75, the total receipts
waving been $629.,518.47,

Engineer A. J. McLean submitted
vis report of the city work done dui-
ng the year on water and sewer ex:
tensdions, sidewalks and street grading,
ete.

Report on Public Works.

Ald. Ellioit, chairman of the public
wouks committee, said that good yalue
had been obtained for all the work
lone this year. He outlinéd some of
the work along' the lines set out in
he engineer’s report.

Ald, Bush, chairman of the water
and sewer committee, followed. The
water and sewer system, he said.would
aot Dring a revenue for some time to
come. The fact that the city was
somewhat scattered made it
less paying investment than in scms
more thickly sottled cities. He ex-
plained that many complaints of bad
water were received earlier in the year
owing 40 dead ends of pipe. Where
those existed circuits had been made
and in addition to giving purér water
those conmections gave a greater pres-
gure in time of fire. The draining of
the city sloughs meant the removing
of a creat menaece to the health of
the city. He explained the frontage
tax of 10 cents per lineal foot on pro-
pérties jn front ‘of which water and
sewer mains were laid but where eon-
nections were not made:. ‘This tax had
brought in considerable revenue. In

Why Rate to Edmonton So Low?

John Gainer inquired why Edmon-
ton was getting power from Strath-
cona for seven cents while Strathcona
citizens. were paying at first 16 and
later 12 cents?

Alderman Richards said Edmonton
only took power at night, that Edmon-
ton took the surplus load only, &o
all was clear profit; and also that if
any Strathcona consumer took as
tmuch power as Edmonton he would
get it for five cents. Furthermore,
Edmonton had sold power to Strath-
cona several ycars: ago at the same
rate.

To Further Reduce Electric Rates.

Alderman ‘Richards also stated that
before another year there would be a
further substantial reduction in clee-
tric light rates.

Work of Beautification.

Alderman Tipton, chairman of the
. parks committee, said that much work
was leit undone this year that should
have been done, At the first of the
vear the council said there was no
money for ‘perks, so he ielt some-
thing dike the man referred-to by J. J.

The  citizens must pay the taxes.or
the public works can’t go on.- The
next step would be to sell the lands
upon which there were unpaid taxes.
It was not fair, he thought, for a few
to pey their taxes each vear and
others to allow their taxes to go. in
jarrears. The method of collecting
taxes must be revised. There had

but $300 dog taxes were collected.
The late chief had in some way omitt-
ed to collect the poll taxes.

Frank Harris stated that when he
was police officer last year he had
collected $860 in poll tax. This year
not a cent had been collected.

An Elector: “No omne is paying any
taxes this year.”

Alderman Bush, thought it was
pretty hard to colleet poll taxes from
many of the young men in the city
who were short of money.

Scott Blackwood: ‘“Are not most of
the men who are supposed to pay
poll taxes wage earners?”’

Alderman Bush: “They
necessarily wage earners.”

J. J. McKenzie Leads the Attack.

J. J. McKenzie soid that Alderman
Sheppard, with probably = Aldermen
Tipton and Baalim, who had. little to
spend, was the only one who had
lived up to his pre-election pledges of
retrenchment. Instead -of cutting
down expenses -they had increased ex-
penses. He condemned the council
for granting every sidewalk that was
asked for by petition. This he did
not think was right. He particularly
attacked  the public works, fire and
light and water and gsewer depart-
ments, where the expenditures were
in excess of the estimates. At places
he had noticed long stretches of water
and sewer with perhaps only one user
at the end. If the present system is
continued it was hard to say where
the city would land.

Aldermen Blame Last Year’s Council.

Aldermen Elliott, Richards, Bush
and Mayor Duggan replied, blaming
the council of the previous year. of
which Mr. McKenzie was a member,
for much of the large expenditures.

R. A. Hulbert rgplied to the criti-
cismg of the council of 1907, point-
ing ‘out that it was'only by the aboli-

LORDS TO BE ELECTIVE.

Committee on Reform Presents Re-
port Embodying Plan. for Reformed
Hause.

London, Dec. 4—The report of the
silect committee of the House of Lords
ippointed to. suggest a plan for the
reform of the Upper House was issued
on Thursday. The committee finds it
undesirable that the  possession of a
peerage should, of itself, give the right
to sit and vote in the House of Lotds,
and it recommends that certain quali-
Jeations should be the main test for
1dmission to the refiormed house.

It then gets forth that all hereditary
peers should be formed into an elector-
al body for the ‘purpose of électing
‘wo hundred of ftheir mnumber to sit
and vote ‘““as the lords of parliament,”
not for life, but for a single parlia-
ment, and that the spiritual lords of
narliament be reéduced to ten, to be
lected by the 'Bishops, two arch-
bichops sitting during the tenure of
heir sees, and the other eight for the
duration of each parliament; ifurther,
that Canada, Australia, New Zealand
ind South Africa have official repre-
sentatives in the House of Lords; also
that a number of hereditary peers, es-
*imeted a2t one hundred and thirty,
possessing certain qualifications,
should sit without . the necessity of
déetion, these to include men who
wave held the post of cabinet minist-
rs, governor gemerals of Canada, and
roveraors of larger colonies, and naval
md military officers of high rank, and
that twenty years’ service in the House
f Comymons shall entitle one to a seat
unong the peers. 3

The - plan will give the reiormed
House of Lords about three hundred
ind fifty members, namely, 200 peers
»f royal blood and peers to be elected,
and about 130 gualified hereditary
peers, ten spiritual lords and five
judges.

CANADA'S INDIAN

POPULATION 110,205

Annual Report of Indian Department
Shows Increase for Year was Only
140—Indians Suffer From Tuber-
culosis—Are Gradually Adopting
White Man’s Ways of Living and
Standards of Morality.

Ottawa, Dec. 2—The annual report
of Frank Pedley, deputy general <u-
perintendent of Indidh affairs, which
hes just been issued, gives the total
Indian population of the Dominion
as 110,205, a net increase of only 140
over the previous year.

The report declares’ that the heavy
mortality among the Indians is direct-
ly attributable (o' the . prevalence of
tuberculosis in the rgee. In some foim
or otlter, the white plague is respon-
sible for 40 per cent. oi the premature
deaths. Until this scourge can be
checked the increase of the Indian
population must of necessity be slow.

A statement is made that the In-
diens of the Dominion are without
doubt absorbing the white man’s ways
of thought and standards of moraliy,
as years go on, but have reached “ne
stage where such growth is so gradual
as not to be likely to attract any 'at-
tention unless some ‘radical change
of policy, such as their enfranchise-
ment on an extended scale, were to
be adopted. The department’s policy,
it is stated, has alwavs bbeen so far us
possible to avoid excessive measures
and to trust to moral suasion and
eduecation to wean the Indians from
their objectionable habits and, belieis.

While it is admitted that there is
{00 much evasion of ‘the Iaw in re-
spect to the use of spirituous liguor,
the fect remains that a large majority
of Indians abstain entirelv from touch-
ing intoxicants, Theré is as a matter
of faet, a growing temperance senti-
ment among them.

The number of Indian schools in
operation during the year. including
day, boarding and industrial schools,
was 315, an increasé of 12 over the
previous year. The total enroirment
was over 10,000 pupilg, about egually
divided between boys and girls.

During the year the amount of In-
dian lands smrrendered and sold am-
ounted to over iorty thousand’acres.
The law renders it impossible to dis-
possess Indians of their lands without
their full consent, and care was ex-
ercised to only allow such sales as
were clearly to the benefit of the own-
ers.

NO DECREASE SHOWN
IN POSTAL REVENUE

One Cent Drop Letter Rate in Edmon-
ton Proves a Success—This City is
Second in Dominion to Double
Receipts Under Recently Intro-
duced Rate.

The inauguration of the one cent
drop letter rate in Edmonton. is prov-
ing .a success. Edmonton bears the
distinction of being the record city
in Canada to double its' number of
drop letters, upon the reduction of the
rate, thereby keeping the revenue as
high as formerly. Quebec is the only
other city where the revenue suffered
in decrease.

“The one eent rate for drop letters
for distribution in the city is certain-
ly proving a great success,” said Post-
master Alex ay to a Bulletin rep-
resentative this morning. “Bince the
rate was cut in two on August 15th,
I find that we have sold three times
as many one cent stamps as formerly,
and that there has been no reduction
in the sales of two cent stamps, As 2
consequence the mumber of drop let-
ters has, jf anything, been more than
doubled in Edmonton since the re-
ductionin the rate, and our revenue
remaiifs as large as formerly.” 3

This largé increase in the business
at the post office is due partly to the
reduction in the rate and partly to
the natural infcrease of business in
thig rapidly growing city. .The pres-
ent accommodation .at the post office
is taxed to its utmost capacity and the
rémoval to the new .post office build-
ing in the spring will be a welcome
change to the local post office staff.

Beached Vessel to Save Passengers.

Vancouver, Dec. 3.—With her hold
rapidly filling with water, as ‘the re-
sult of a collision with a heavily
laden coal barge, the Gulf Ferry
steamer Charmer was beached in the
entrance of the Vancouver narrows
at 1.30 o'clock this afternoon. This
was done by Capt. Hunter to save the
vessel from sinking in deep water with
100 paszsengers aboard.

Fire in Colorado Paper Warehouse.

Peublo, Colo., Dec. 4.—The Hyde
paper house, the largest wholesale of
its kind in the west, is burning. Al
three floors, which cover an entire
city block, are ablaze and both the
stock and building are doomed. The
loss will amount to upwards of $500,-
000, half of which is covered by is-
surance. Firemen Mularky and Mec-
Auliffe were fatally injured by the
collapse of one of the floors. Fire
Chief McCarthin fell from the third
storey and is seriously injured.
