Scott for An Asylum

SEVEN BALLOTS TAKEN BEFORE
THE JURY AGRFED,

The Relatives hear Verdict with Ex-
pressiong of Emotion.

CHICAGO, Aug. 7—In an insane
asylum instead of on the gallows, Rus-
sel Scott will expiate the murder of a
drug clerk in a holdup. “Cell shock”
—insanity resulting from fifteen
months in jail and the ordeals of two
narrow éscapes from:the noose, was
the verdict of a jury last night.in a
sanity test which saved him.

The jury’s finding and Scott’s re-
moval to the Chester Insane Asylum
ended a fight for life that probahly
was the most desperate in Cook County
criminal annals. Séven ballots and
three hours and forty minutes delib-
erations were necesfary before the
jury agreed.
