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Jobbery ou the Intercolonial 
Railway.

During the late session of Parlia. 
ment, the Public Accounts Com­
mittee brought to lightsome scandal­
ous jobbery in connection with the 
contract for section 16 on the Inter­
colonial Railway, which was given to 
Messrs. King «Sic Gough through fav­
ouritism, the Commissioners having 
recommended Messrs. Brooks <fc 
Ryan,who were contractors of experi­
ence; while the firm vyko obtained 
had hone whatever*. But they had 
the powerful influence of the Hon. 
Peter Mitchell, who is Mr. Gough’s 
step-father, and who was a member 
of John A. Macdonald’s Government. 
"A sub committee of the Public Ac- 

y counts Committee have lately been 
fully investigating the matter, the 
evidence taken verbatu l rnowpub- 
lished, and it lets in t) lighten one 
of the most barefaced swindles that 
was ever perpétrât d under the 
sanction of any Govr ament.

It has been prove.1, beyond a doubt 
that in order to giv the contractors 
a chance to make money, large re­
ductions were made in the 
work as originally detailed in the 
specifications—grades were lowered, 
masonry and fences dispensed with 
—-and other changes made which, ac­
cording to the engineer’s estimate, 
reduce! the cost of construction 
$100,000. But- even with all these 
reductions the work was so far be­
hind that in Match last it was taken 
out of the hands of the contractors. 
At this time the actual work done 
was measured, and according to the 
contract price was found to amount 
to $102,000, while the contractors 
had received $164,000 for it. Even 
allowing the contractors full price, 
without taking into account any of 
the reductions mentioned, the total 
value of the work was estimated at 
$124,OUJ, so that Ring & Gough 
have received $40,000 more than they 
were entitled to on the most favora­
ble mode of calculation. But this is 
not all. Tho ccntvectors bribed the 
engineer to grant certificates for 
work which had not been done, and 
the mode of making out the pay 
sheets showed that a regular system 
of fraud had been pul in operation in 
’the prosecution of the work. In 
summing up, the Committee report 
that “large payments of money have 
been made without the Chief Engi­
neer’s certificate : improper pay 
sheets certified as .correct; men re­
turned as employed, ami money 
received for them who were not 
employed : incorrect certificates of 
measurements given, and money 
paid thereon, together with the al­
leged bribery by the contractor of 
an vîlicer m i,.o employ o! Hie 
Government.; all matters of such 
public importance as, in the opinion 
of your sub-committee, to ren­
der necessary further inquiry

Formosa.

In 1867, Admiral Bell, of the 
U.^S. Navy, attempted to punish two 
Formosans for cruelties practiced upon 
the crew of the American ship Rover, 
which had been wrecked upon the coast, 
and a British commander gave the inha­
bitants a dose of shot and shell for the 
same offence. The recent Japanese ex­
pedition was undertaken to avenge the 
murder of several islanders who wero 
cast ashore on Formosa in December, 
1871. The people of Formosa are divided 
into tribes, some of which owo nominal 
allegiance to China. Great Britain will 
not bo pleased with the announcement 
that Germany is preparing to send a 
colony there.

Canada’s liquor Traffic.
From the report of the Select Com­

mittee of the Senate respecting a Pro­
hibitory Liquor Law, we gather that 
during the last session 633 petitions 
were presented fiom Ontario, with 
302,090 signatures. Out of > 7,877 per­
sons committed to gaol in Ontario during 
1872-73, 5,444 were addicted to the ute 
of intoxicating liquors. In the Piovince 
of Quebec, for 1872-3, 2,946 out of 4,021 
who were sent to gaol were also intem­
perate. The revenue derived from the 
liquor traffic in Canada for 1873, was 
88,210,069.23. In 1873, 91,432,558 lbs. 
of grain were consumed in the manufac­
ture of spirituous liquors in Canada. 
The Recorder of Montreal furnishes t 
statement that 7,753 persons were ar­
rested in 1873 in that city for drunken­
ness and offences growing dut of drunk­
enness ; of this large number 1,017 were 
females. The above statement show- 
an increase of 15 per cent, in crime, and 
23£ per cefet. in drunkenness. In the 
city of Toronto, in 1873,2,328 males and 
624 females were arrested for being 
drunk and disorderly ; the increase in 
drunk and disorderly being 2?i per cent. 
The same ratio holds good for all of the 
cities and most of the largo towns in 
Canada, and presents a fearful picture. 
It is shown by magisterial reports that 
fully one half of the crimes committed 
are brought about by the influence of 
intoxicating liquors.

The Corn Corner in Chicago.
New York, Aug. l.—A special from 

Chicago gives details of the excitement 
on the Board of Trade there yesterday, 
consequent upon a successful corner 
made iu the corn market yesterday. 
Prices opened at 67c and foil to 63c, then 
to 62c. when there was a lull, dealers 
wiblm.g to .-;oe the day’s receipts. Soon 
prices wèn| to 64c, and when it became 
known that the Corner hud contracted 
for the shipment of 1,021,500 bushels, 
there was great confusion and uproar. 
Prices went to .66c, then to 70c, and 
then Sturges, tho loader iu the corner, 
offered 80c. Largo quantities were sold 
at this price amidst great excitement, 
one firm alone selling a quarter of a 
million tuskeh.- The excitement con­
tinued, and dealers hastened to Sturge s 
counting house with receipts for pur­
chases to get their cheques before three 
o'clock. When three " o’clock struck tho 
crowd buret the doors open, claiming the 
time-piece had been tampered with, but 
finally the crowd dispersed. It is said 
large numbers of small dealers will sus­
pend. There were in store 2,059,732 
bushels of corn on Thursday, held by the 
coiuhmation, who are said to have 
1,000,000 bushels under control of 
Chicago and ihe east. The combination 
extends from Iowa to New York, and the 
Bank of Montreal furnishes the funds,

Mean mile 1mmigration,
Tho visit, of Mr. Wm. Hespeler, m 

1872, to the Russo - German Mennonites 
living ou tho shores of tho Black Sea, 
combined with the exerti<*is pi the Do- 
miuion agent, Mr. Jacob E. Klotz, have 
already resulted in n very large number 
of those most desirable settlers having! 
arrived iu Quebec, and others being otf 
their way to Canada. Tho agents for the! 
Allen Line at Hamburg, Messrs. Falk 
& Co., vi the beginning of Juno last re­
ceived deposits from those Mennonites 
securing the passage for about 1,300 souls, 
or 250 families, to Quebec. Mr. Klotz 
being notified by the Mennonites of the 
departure of this first division, proceeded 
at once to meet them, in order to assist 
and to guard against undue influence 
prejudicial to Canada being brought to 
bear by other agents in Germany. He 
met about 300 souls, including 250 adults, 
at Breslau, iu Silesia, and safely brought 
them to Hamburg, notwithstanding the 
obstacles raised by the authorities atz the 
city of Berlin and . the machinations of 
American agents. This division of immi­
grants was under the leadership of D. 
IClaassen and C. Tows, two of the dele­
gates who visited the United States and 
Canada last summer. They wero all for­
warded from Hamburg to Liverpool, and 
have since arrived safely at Quebec. On 
the 25th of June, Mr. Klotz received a 
second telegram trom Odessa, informing 
him that 146 families were on their way 
to Hamburg. These he met at the city 
of Berlin, there being about 500 souls, 
under the leadership of Henry Weiler, 
also one of the" delegates who visited 
Canada in 1873. Having secured a special 
train he brought them all safely to Ham­
burg. Daring the 4th and 5th of July 
another large party arrived, and they 
were then forwarded in three divisions to 
Liverpool. They again joined at that 
pjrt, and sailed per steamer Nova Scotia 
lor Quebec, being iu all 159 families or 
826 souls. Another letter has been re­
ceived informing Mr. Klotz that iu about 
two weeks, 40 families of the.same class 
of Mennonites will start for Hamburg.
