CiÉnBSE STOWAWAYS

'Vancouver, Sept. 7.—During the voy­
age of the London steamer Changsha 
from Hong Kong to Meinourne eleven 
Chinese stowaways were discovered. 
Five were found in the forepeak and 
six In the sailors’ forecastle. The of­
ficers stated that each of these places 
had been repeatedly searched by them 
on previous occasions, but without 
avail. The vessel had been proceeding 
some time before the hiding places' of 
the Chinamen was discovered. During 
the past' few years all kinds of plans 
and devices have been resorted to by 
Chinamen to smuggle themselves Into 
Australia, much to the detriment of the 
shipping companies and the captains 
and officers of the vessels, who are 
heavily fined by the Australian gov­
ernment for allowing Chinamen to 
land. For this reason vessels trading 
to Australian ports do not carry Chi­
nese crews unless unavoidable.

In the case of the Changsha one of 
the moat ingenious attempts on record 
was happily frustrated bj^the wide­
awake officers, who discovered that 
between the Insulated bulkhead and 
the collision bulkhead In the forehold 
the space had been used for a hiding 
place. In order to get Into the space 
between the two bulkheads It was 
necessary for the Chinamen to cut 
two holes In three-quarter inch steel 
before they could get' Into their hid­
ing p\ace; and what Is puzzSng those 
on board is how this thickness of 
steel could have been cut through 
without the noise of hammering be­
ing heard on deck. The officers de­
clare that they are completely mysti­
fied. and this Incident conclusively 
shows the difficulty of preventing 
smuggling. *

The reason is that 
several of the large ranches along the 
Milk river have sold out almost all of 
their holdings within the past year. 
A few weeks ago several Eastern buy­
ers visited Cardston and Mograth and 
contracted for the visible supply.

During the spring 10,000 Mexican 
range cattle were shipped1 into the 
Cardston country on the Blood reserve. 
These are dolhg well, but do not put 
beef on so quickly as the native cattle. 
Làrge stacks of hay are being put up, 
and the cattle will be winter fed and 
fattened on the grass next spring.

Crops all over the province are do­
ing well, and th ebarvest period can 
be said to be on. In the north as 
well as in the south, Mr. Stevens says, 
the crop conditions during the past 
few weeks have been almost perfect.
